Muhammad Zaman, director of the Afghanistan National Disaster Management Authority, told 
Pajhwok Afghan News residents of Nijrab, Hesa Awal, Hesa Dom, Kohband, Tagab and Alasai were 
delivered wheat and rice. Director of Agriculture Muhammad Arif Hussaini said 820 families in Nijrab 
were given food. Aqa Sherin, a resident of Dara Kalan, was pleased to receive 25 kilograms of rice and 50 
kilograms of wheat. "We have lost all our corps and our houses and currently we are living with one of 
our relatives. We need more aid." A week ago more than 180 tonnes of food were distributed by the 
World Food Programme (WFP) to flood-affected people in Kapisa.

The shelter project is funded by the UN Office for the 
Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs, but the new houses will be built by local Afghans, said district 
chief of lower Dara-E-Souf, Muhammad Qurban. It is expected the construction will take four months and 
each house will contain two rooms and a corridor, he said.

Sixty houses and corps have been destroyed in flash floods, triggered by heavy rains, in eastern Nangarhar 
province, an official said on Wednesday (25/08/2010). The floods caused no casualties but inflicted heavy 
financial losses on residents of Behsud and Surkhrod districts, a spokesman for the Afghanistan National 
Disaster Management Authority (ANDMA) said. Shukrullah Ehsas told Pajhwok Afghan News 15 houses 
were damaged in Behsud district, where efforts were being made to compensate the affected people. 
Nangarhar police spokesman, Col. Abdul Ghafoor, said the floods caused damage in the Kakrak area of 
Surkhrod and Daman and Qasimabad areas of Behsud.Dozens of acres of farmland were washed away. As 
many as 130 people have been killed over the past month in floods across Afghanistan. Mullah Abdul 
Qadir said the building would house 350 schoolchildren, who previously studied under tents and trees. As 
many as 130 people have been killed over the past month in floods across Afghanistan.

A total of 17 people were killed, 7 hurt and 2 others went 
missing in heavy floods in eastern and central parts of 
Afghanistan on Wednesday (25/08/2010). 
At least 15 people were killed and 7 more injured in heavy 
floods in the eastern Nangarhar province on Wednesday. "In 
floods in Haska Mina, Pachiragam, Momand Dara, 
Ghanikhil and Spinghar districts, 15 people were killed and 
7 others were wounded," Ahmad Zia Abdulzai, a spokesman 
for the governor of Nangarhar told TOLOnews reporter. The 
floods have destroyed thousands of acres of agricultural 
lands, he added.Meanwhile 2 people were killed and 
hundreds of houses were destroyed in floods on Wednesday 
in the Afghan capital Kabul. Locals say they have received no aid from the government so far. Also two 
children have disappeared in heavy floods in the central Logar province that borders Kabul in the 
south.Floods have destroyed dozens of houses and hundreds of acres of land, Din Mohammad Darwish, a 
spokesman for the governor of Logar, told TOLOnews. Recent floods in Afghanistan's eastern and central 
provinces have caused heavy casualties and have destroyed thousands of houses.In the past one month, 
more than 100 people have died of heavy floods, thousands have been displaced and thousands of acres of 
agricultural lands have been destroyed throughout the country.

13 lakh children become victims of natural disasters in 6 months -Experts tell Manila 
conference

A total of 13 lakh children in Asia Pacific region have been affected in natural disasters in the first six 
months of this year.  If the Infant and Young Child Feeding (IYCF) practice can be ensured during 
emergencies, lives of a significant number of children could be saved, experts at a regional conference 
said yesterday.The experts said that with the climate change, natural disasters are taking place frequently. 
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So, the need for extended support in IYCF in emergencies has come to the forefront to protect next 
generation from malnutrition.The experts also highlighted the nutrition status of different countries of the 
region and discussed why and how the IYCF can be ensured.  Participants from 11 countries took part in 
the four-day long conference titled 'Infant and young child feeding in emergencies' organised by Unicef 
held at Manila, Philippines.Noel Zarge, emergency nutrition consultant of Asia Pacific Shared Services 
Centre of Unicef, said 80 percent of the developing world's stunting (low height for age) people is living 
in 24 countries in the world and Bangladesh is one of them.   
Around 60 percent of the world's wasting (low weight for height) is from 10 countries and Bangladesh is 
one of them, he mentioned. “Silent emergency exacerbates during the emergencies and so special policies, 
strategies and actions like baby friendly hospital initiative, food and nutrition cluster from the community 
and training of the volunteers and mobilising the NGOs have been taking place at different countries. But 
understanding the necessity of breastfeeding and increase awareness in the society is a must to create an 
environment for mothers to breastfeed her baby even during the emergencies," he said.There are some 
misconceptions among the people, including mothers, that during emergencies maternal stress causes milk 
to dry up, malnourished mothers cannot breastfeed babies, babies with diarrhoea need additional liquid 
besides breast milk and once stopped breastfeeding cannot be started again. But all these are false notions, 
said Dr Mohsin Ali, nutrition specialist of UNICEF, Bangladesh. “If the mother gets proper support and 
can be encouraged to provide breast milk, it is possible to ensure breastfeeding. Even, it is possible to 
restart breastfeeding again. Relactation techniques can be used to support and motivate mothers to 
breastfeed again,” he said. 
 
15 more Anthrax victims in Pabna

The number of people attacked with anthrax rose to 41 with 15 more infections at Billchandak village in 
Faridpur upazila in the district yesterday. The livestock department of the upazila confirmed the news of 
anthrax attack. Meanwhile, a cow was found dead at another affected upazila Santhia and panic swept 
across the district as people are refraining from eating meat of cow and buffalo.An expert team led by 
head of the medicine department of Mymensingh Agriculture University Dr Siddiqur Rahman visited the 
affected areas. Pabna Civil Surgeon Dr KM Ashrafuzzaman also visited the area and a medical team is 
working there. Civil surgeon said there is no chance of death by the disease. He said the infected people 
are being provided with medical treatment keeping at their homes. There is nothing to worry, he 
added.District Livestock officer Dr Saiful Islam said he has a stock of 21,000 vaccines for about 25,000 
livestock of the district.  He said the vaccination drive is continued all over the district including the 
affected areas. Official and local sources said anthrax was detected in Nagdemra and Baro Pathail villages 
three days ago. 
 
Flood situation worsens in northern districts

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The overall flood situation deteriorated in 
greater Rangpur and adjoining downstream 
areas in the Brahmaputra basin as the major 
rivers crossed their danger marks at more two 
points during the last 24 hours till on 
Wednesday morning.The situation worsened 
following continuous rises in the water levels 
due to huge onrush of hilly waters from the 
upper catchments and heavy rainfalls in the 
upstream during the period, official sources 
said. Following further rises, the Brahmaputra 
was flowing 9cm above its danger mark (DM) 
at Fulchhari point in Gaibandha and the 
Jamuna 5cm above its DM at Sariakandi in 
Bogra at 6am yesterday marooning fresh low-
lying areas along their courses.The Teesta was 
flowing at its DM at Dalia point in Nilphamari and the situation may worsen further during the next 
couple of days as the Brahmaputra was flowing only 20cm below its danger mark (DM) at Chilmari point 
in Kurigram on Wednesday morning.The Jamuna was flowing below its respective DM by only 16cm at 
Bahadurabad and 16cm at Sirajganj and the Kartoa was flowing only 37cm below its DM at Kanthakhali 
and the Bangali was flowing only 30cm below the DM at Sariakandi points on Wednesday 
morning.Besides, the Dharla was flowing only 31cm below its DM at Kurigram, the Teesta only 38cm 
below the DM at Sundarganj and 83cm below the DM at Kawnia points and the Ghaghot was flowing 
only 80cm below the DM at Gaibandha points at 6am yesterday.The Chhoto Jamuna was flowing 59cm 
below the DM at Naogaon, the Atrai 79cm below the DM at Mohadebpur at 6am yesterday while the 
Padma marked rises by 29cm at Pankha, 23cm at Rajshahi and 10cm at the Hardinge Bridge points during 
the period.The WDB officials said that the major rivers might cross their respective DM at more points if 

the present rate of rising of their water levels continues for 
the next 48-hour period in the river basin. Reports reaching 
from the remote areas say that about 35,000 people of 100 
low-lying char villages in 15 upazilas of Kurigram, 
Gaibandha, Rangpur, Bogra, Lalmonirhat, Nilphamari and 
Sirajganj districts have so far been marooned partially. 
However, the erosion situation remained stable during the 
past 24 hours though the Brahmaputra, Teesta, Dharla, 
Dudhkumar and Jamuna already devoured some 450 houses 
along their courses during the past one week in the affected 
districts.  Authorities of the WDB, district and upazila 
administrations have been monitoring the situation and 
visiting the erosion- and flood-prone areas with full 
preparations of conducting relief and rehabilitation works 
when and where necessary in the area. The WDB recorded 

52.5 at Chilmari, 31.5mm at Panchagarh, 16.2mm at Dinajpur and 45mm at Mohadebpur with some 
drizzles at other points during the past 24 hours till 6am on Wednesday.  
 
 
$9.7m Japanese help for vulnerable people

The World Food Programme (WFP) on Thursday welcomed a cash donation of US$ 9.7 million 
contribution from the government of Japan for vulnerable people. The contribution will provide urgently 
needed food and nutrition assistance to the most vulnerable people including children, pregnant and 
lactating women in high food insecure and disaster prone areas.WFP will use this Japanese fund to 
distribute some 14,000 metric tons of wheat, 3500 metric tons wheat soya bean and 200 metric tons of 
tuna cans to 500,000 extreme poor people in 12 districts including Kurigram, Gaibandha, Bogra, 
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Serajganj, Pabna, Jamalpur, Lalmonirhat, Bagerhat, Khulna, Shatkhira, Barguna, Bhola and 
Patuakhali.Tamotsu Shintosuka, Ambassador to Bangladesh observed, "Food is the basic needs of the 
people. We can understand this needs and that's why we gave the food aid on a priority basis for the ultra 
poor of the country. We hoped that this assistance will help the poor people to have food and fulfil the 
basic needs even in the remote area of the country."This Japanese assistance will help WFP to implement 
its Enhance Resilience (ER) programme which aims at enabling ultra poor households to enhance their 
life skill, income earning, capacity and resilience to natural disaster by creating human and physical 
assets. "WFP is very grateful to Japan for its generous donation at this critical moment. This donation 
provides WFP with the opportunity to support the most vulnerable people in Bangladesh particularly those 
suffer the combined challenges of food insecurity, under nutrition and the impact of climate change," said 
John Aylieff, WFP Representative in Bangladesh.The government of Japan will complete an exchange of 
letters with the United Nations World Food Programme for a donation of some US$ 54 million 
(approximately JPY 4.6 billion) on 25th August 2010, in Italy. Other countries which will benefit are 
Afghanistan, Central African Republic, Chad, Guinea, Guinea Bissau, Lesotho, occupied Palestinian 
Territory, Sudan, Uganda, and Yemen. The government of Japan has been one of the key donors to food 
aid programme in Bangladesh since its independence in 1971. Japan has given approximately US$30 
million to WFP Bangladesh since 2007. So far this year, Japan's contribution to WFP has reached US$209 
million (approximately JPY 18.1 billion), making it the third largest donor to WFP. 
 
Kurigram dyke collapse hits over 100 families- Flood situation in Lalmonirhat unchanged

At least 100 families have become homeless in Kurigram as a major portion of the embankment on the 
River Dharla collapsed in the last 72 hours. 
In Lalmonirhat, flood situation in 40 
villages remained unchanged, 
forcing hundreds more families to 
look for safer shelters.At least 500 
meters of flood protection 
embankment in Panchgachhi union 
under Sadar upazila of Kurigram 
collapsed in 72 hours ending on 
Wednesday rendering at least 100 
families homeless, reports our 
correspondent.Due to onrush of 
water from the upstream to the river 
Dharla, erosion took an alarming 
turn in the five-km area. At least 25 
families have taken shelter on high 
land while the other families have 
shifted to safer places.According to local Water Development Board (WDB) sources said, a major portion 
of the embankment has collapsed allowing saline water to enter into village South Nawabash. The Dharla 
is eroding away embankment and adjacent croplands and homesteads at Nawabash. Shitaijhar and 
Kadomtala villages under Panchgachhi union, the sources added. Victim Aftab Ali, 37, said "Erosion has 
devoured our homesteads and crops. We have lost all due to onrush of saline water.Chairman of 
Panchgachhi union Md Delwar Hossen said, "A list of erosion victims has been sent to the Deputy 
Commissioner for help. We have also brought the matter to the notice of local WDB authority".In 
Lalmonirhat, the overall flood situation in 40 villages under six unions in two upazilas of the district 
remained unchanged yesterday, reports a correspondent.  
Affected people have taken shelter on government roads, schools, colleges and at relative's houses while 
many still are fighting the flood water. The Lalmonirhat-Burimari highway is under the threat of Teesta 
erosion at Paruliya point of Hatibandha upazila due to continuous water pressure, said WDB 
sources.Meanwhile, about half of 35 thousand flood-hit people are facing crisis of food and pure drinking 
water in Hatibandha and Patgram upazilas. A large number of people is yet to get any relief from 
government or non-government organisations.The most affected villages are Kuchlibari and Pathorkuchi

UN to aid 14,000 Aila-hit families

United Nation's (UN) bodies--WFP, UNDP and UNICEF--have extended support to 14,000 families, 
affected by cyclone Aila, still living on embankments in Bangladesh.  Drawing assistance from the UK's 
Department for International Development (DFID), the UN agencies will work to distribute food, assist 
with shelter and implement basic water, sanitation and hygiene (WASH) and nutrition interventions, said a 
press release.The initiative is aimed at reducing vulnerability of people during monsoon season and helps 
them improve their temporary dwellings to complement the government's on-going response efforts to 
cyclone Aila affected families. The regions are Dacope and Koyra upazilas and Shyamnagar and 
Ashashuni upazilas, under Khulna and Satkhira districts respectively.  
The joint UN response to cyclone Aila has a proposed budget of US $4.6 million, approximately Tk 32.2 
crore.WFP will assist 14,000 households with a monthly family food ration consisting of 30kg rice, 5kg of 
pulses and 3kg of vegetable oil. Households with pregnant and lactating women and children (under 2 
years of age) will be provided with an additional allocation of micronutrient fortified blended food to 
guarantee an adequate diet during this critical period of development.A total of about 3,000 metric tonnes 
of food is planned for distribution for a period of five months. While UNDP will distribute shelter 
packages to those 14,000 families, which includes plastic sheets, ropes, nails, hammers, knives, umbrellas 
and bamboo. This shelter package is now being distributed in partnership with Bangladesh 
Scouts.UNICEF will support those 14,000 vulnerable displaced households with basic water, sanitation 
and hygiene (WASH) and nutrition interventions.  It will equip families with knowledge, skills and 
hygiene kits to enhance community capacity for proper operation and maintenance of the facilities. Under 
the nutrition intervention, UNICEF will distribute multiple micronutrient supplements (iron/folate) 
targeting 10,000 children aged 6 to 23 months and 10,000 pregnant and lactating women to reduce acute 
malnutrition.

Woman hurt bad in hospital lift

Visitors to the Thimphu referral hospital are keeping a safe distance from its elevators after a 57-year old 
woman was seriously injured and is still “struggling” to recover at the intensive care unit (ICU). The 
incident occurred when Wangmo, the hospital’s longest staying patient of 26 years, was getting off the lift 
on the third floor on the morning of August 23. Eye witnesses said that Wangmo, whose legs are 
amputated, had placed her walker outside and was about to step out when the elevator car moved and took 
her up along with it. “She was caught in between,” said an eye witness, a patient attendant. “She was 
hanging in midair.” Wangmo had used the lift, while returning from the hospital canteen, where she had 
gone to have breakfast. Around six people, including doctors, G4S security personnel and nurses helped 
pull the lift down, after maintenance people rushed to the elevators’ control room on the fourth floor, said 
hospital staff. They used the same lift to rush her to the emergency room, where the unconscious Wangmo 
was given cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR), a lifesaving procedure performed when breathing or 
heartbeat has stopped. She was then admitted at the ICU and put on the ventilator. “She is serious,” a 
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doctor said. What went wrong with the elevator is not known. Hospital administration said that every time 
the elevators break down, which is at least once every month, they inform the government of India (GoI) 
project office, which informs the local contractor, who then calls the servicemen from Kolkata, India. “It 
has been giving problems,” medical superintendent Dr Pandup Tshering said. While Wangmo might be 
the first to be injured by the elevator, there have been incidents, said officials, where people, including the 
hospital staff, have got trapped inside. Some health officials said that the “lift man” doesn’t know how to 
operate the elevators, but Dr Pandup Tshering said that there is no lift man at all. Although involved in the 
project from inception to handing over and the installation of the 12 elevators, the project’s electrical 
engineer, Sonam Tshering, said that he did know what “mechanical problem” caused the elevator car to 
crash up. “We have no experts here who can fix or service the elevators,” he said. “Hospital maintenance 
people have attended to problems, especially when people got trapped inside.” In its ten months of 
operation, the 350-bed hospital’s elevators hardly saw any maintenance, said officials. “We have a very 
special problem with the lifts,” a health official said. 
That “special problem,” allege officials, could be the payment, which the contractor still owes to the 
dealer of the German manufactured lift, Thyssenkrupp Co in Kolkata, India. Officials alleged that, 
because of the “unpaid payment,” service men, who come for routine maintenance, visit only the Druk Taj 
hotel, which also has elevators bought from the same dealer. Ramesh of Druk Thuendel Lerig (DTL) the 
contractor for the hospital’s construction, said the allegations were not true. “The two years service 
contract is not over and we can’t hand over the surety money before two years,” he said. The amount was 
not disclosed. Ramesh said that three service engineers from Kolkata will reach Thimphu today. “How 
soon the elevators will function depends on the problem, but routine maintenance usually takes about five 
days,” he said. Meanwhile, Wangmo’s first cousin, a corporate employee, has filed a complaint with the 
police to investigate the accident. “The hospital’s management was not very supportive, and they were 
just throwing the ball to someone,” Tshultrim Dorji said. A similar incident of the lift moving before the 
doors closed was reported in 2006 in Tokyo. A 16-year old high school student died, when the elevator he 
was coming out of suddenly rose with the doors still open. Investigations revealed brake malfunction as 
one of the causes for the accident. After the incident, the Nu 17.28M worth elevators, hospital staff said, 
are dreaded by everyone coming to the hospital.

The 
conference will draw guidelines for the recently operatinalised SAARC Development Fund (SDF), discuss 
implementation of the South Free Trade Agreement (SAFTA) and regional connectivity projects, among 
others. Another major item on the agenda is finalizing the basic guidelines of the SDF and its funding 
modalities. The issues of increasing the current size of the SDF capital of USD 300 million will also be 
discussed. So far, only India and Bhutan have contributed to the SDF. India has chipped in another USD 
100 million as a voluntary contribution for social development programs. The SDF was launched at the 
16th SAARC summit back in April with the aim of assisting social, economic and infrastructure growth of 
the members nations. Currently, the only social window of the SDF is in operation with projects like 
poverty alleviation and child and maternity health. The conference will also discuss financial issues 
related to the road map of the SAARC Economic Union and regional capital market. 
 
Swine flu: Toll rises to 10 in Orissa

One more person succumbed to swine flu at a private hospital in Bhubaneswar on Monday taking the 
death toll due to the H1N1 virus to ten in Orissa this year. The victim, an elderly woman from Bargarh 
district, was admitted to Kalinga Hospital in Bhubaneswar on Sunday in a critical condition, hospital 
sources said. The woman, who was treated elsewhere for the last ten days, was brought as her condition 
deteriorated. Out of the 176 swab samples examined since July this year, 62 have tested positive to H1N1 
virus, they said. Some swine flu patients are currently under treatment in hospitals. The state government 
has already launched an awareness campaign through advertisements in newspapers and television 
channels regarding the disease. Steps have also been taken to ensure adequate supply of Tamiflu and 
vaccines as preventive measures.

Two persons were killed in flash floods triggered by rain in the region during the last 24 hours. However, 
three students, who were trapped in the flash floods in the Ujh in the Rajbagh area of Kathua district this 
afternoon, were rescued due to efforts of the Army, the IAF and the police. The rain in the last 24 hours 
increased the water level in the Chenab, Ravi, Tawi, Sanglad, Charsu, Basantar, Khanetar and Ujh rivers. 
The worst-affected districts due to the flash floods were Jammu, Poonch, Kathua, Reasi, Udhampur and 
Ramban. Ranjeet Singh, a resident of Bajoon village in Kalakote tehsil of Rajouri, was killed after his 
house was damaged in the flash floods last night, the police said. It added that the body had been retrieved 
from the debris of the house and would be handed over to the deceased’s family after a post-mortem. In 
another incident, a person was washed away in the flash floods in the Ravi in Kathua district today. The 
police said the body had been fished out and was kept in a mortuary. The identity of the deceased was 
being ascertained.  
Meanwhile, the three students, who were trapped in the flash floods in the Ujh around 2:30 pm, were 
rescued after two hours by the Army, the IAF and the police in the Rajbagh area of Kathua district today. 
The police said the students were returning from school when the water level of the river increased 
suddenly and they got trapped in the flash floods. However, they were airlifted by an IAF helicopter to 
Jammu where they were handed over to their families later in the evening. In another incident, two women 
were injured when the wall of a house collapsed at Lakhanpur in Kathua district. They were referred to the 
GMCH, Jammu, where their condition was said to be critical, sources said. The rain in the region also 
affected road traffic at Hiranagar in Kathua district, as some roads were partially washed away. However, 
the water level in the Chenab is still under the danger mark. An official of the civil administration said the 
water level in the Chenab near the Akhnoor Bridge was measured around 30 feet today, which is two feet 
below the danger mark. Earlier, the Chenab always posed a threat to the area residents during rains. It also 
brought miseries to the residents of Jammu, as rainwater entered a number of houses, shops and other 
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buildings. The worst-affected parts of the city were Sunjwan, Durga Nagar and Circular Road. Rainwater 
also entered some government buildings and caused damages. The yard of the State Road Transport 
Corporation (SRTC) here was also inundated. An official of the Met Department said 76.8 mm of rain was 
recorded today. He said, “There is a possibility of more rain in the next 48 hours in the region.”

Ten more people died and thousands were affected as flood waters inundated low lying areas following 
incessant rains in north India on Thursday. Eight people, including four children, died in rain related 
incidents in Uttar Pradesh's Farukkhabad, Sitapur and Barabanki districts. Normal life was disrupted as 
heavy rains lashed the state and water from swelling Ganga and Ramganga rivers inundated many areas in 
Badaun, Lakhimpur, Barabanki and Farukkhabad districts. Major rivers like Ganga, Yamuna and Gomti 
are flowing above danger mark at most places in Uttar Pradesh. While one woman was washed away in 
flash floods in Ujh river in Jammu and Kashmir's Kathua district, a man was killed after his house 
collapsed on him due to heavy rains in Rajouri district. Flash floods inundated various areas in the hill 
state.  
Several villagers in Punjab and Haryana continued to be on alert as heavy showers pounded the two states 
swelling further Sutlej and Yamuna rivers, which had already submerged vast tracts of agricultural land in 
various parts. Met forecast moderate to rather heavy rains or thunder showers at many places in Punjab 
and at a few places in Haryana in the next two days. The national capital experienced light to moderate 
rains as the mercury remained marginally above normal in the city that has been witnessing heavy 
showers for the past few days. However, the Yamuna continued to flow above the danger mark with the 
water level, which had crossed the danger level of 204.83 metres on Friday, touching 205.96 metres. Light 
rains lashed several parts of Rajasthan with Ajmer recording highest 52.9 mm rainfall. According to a 
MeT forecast, light to moderate rainfall would occur at few places in eastern and at isolated places in 
western parts of the state. 
 
 
Hospitals choked as Delhi battles dengue

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Patients suffering from dengue are finding it difficult to get admission in city hospitals because of a 
sudden spurt in the number of cases and limited beds at these medical facilities. Three hospitals in the city 
-- All India Institute of Medical Sciences, Safdarjung Hospital and Ram Manohar Lohia Hospital -- are 
taking maximum burden of dengue patients, despite having limited beds at their disposal thus choking the 
resources. Premier medical institute AIIMS has reported the highest number of admissions related to 
dengue fever till now. The city has reported 550 dengue cases and one death this season. "All wards are 
full. Nearly 50 patients including children are admitted for dengue fever. Every day we get 10 to 15 new 
admissions. Some are confirmed cases while others are suspected cases. Those suspected are admitted for 
monitoring for sudden fall in platelet count or some additional symptoms along with high fever," a doctor 
with the Department of Medicine said. Unlike in the year 2006, when a separate dengue ward was set up 
to tackle influx of patients, there are no separate facilities this time. All dengue patients are being admitted 
to the medicine ward which has a total of 60 beds which are all occupied. As a result, patients are being 
adjusted in corridors of the hospitals as well. The authorities have managed to bring an additional bed in 
the space between two beds. When the rush increases, one bed is shared by two patients as well. "It took 
us two days to finally get a bed in the ward. After admission, my brother, who is a confirmed patient of 
dengue, was made to lie in a bed in the corridor," Nitin, relative of a dengue patient who was brought at 
AIIMS, said.

Gangtok: Heavy rains accompanied by landslides affected large parts of Sikkim in which one person was 
killed and many houses damaged, official sources said today. Three persons were swept away at Manpari 
Basti across Singtam on the banks of Teesta in South Sikkim district yesterday during heavy rains. While 
two of them managed to swim back to safety, one of them identified as Mamta Rai (31) died, the sources 
said. The Mangan-Singtam highway the lifeline between East and North Sikkim is blocked at 14 places 
between Dikchu to Singtam due to landslides since last evening, they said. At Manzing in South Sikkim 
district, 38 families have been shifted to safer places as landslides have damaged their homes, they said 
adding the Manzing Junior High School has been closed for the time-being owing to the threat posed to it 
by a landslide. The District Collector of South Sikkim A K Singh said rescue teams led by Sub-Divisional 
Magistrate (Ravangla) has been rushed to the Manzing area as the area was without electricity and water. 
In the state capital Gangtok, a massive landslide in the residential area below Daragaon next to the 
College campus damaged four buildings last evening, forcing evacuations in the face of continuing threat 
to the stability of these buildings. The Border Roads Organisation (BRO) was working to clear the 
blocked roads, the sources added.

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“600 crore Central aid needed”            “Central team to assess situation” 
 
KOLKATA: Drought-hit West Bengal on Friday estimated its losses arising out of an inadequate 
monsoon at Rs.6,435 crores, saying that it needed Central funds amounting to Rs.600 crore to complement 
the Rs.354 crore kitty set up by the State Government to tackle the situation on a war footing. The 
immediate need for funds has been assessed at Rs.954 crore. Briefing reporters after a meeting held under 
the chairmanship of Chief Minister Buddhadeb Bhattacharjea, Finance Minister Asim Kumar Dasgupta 
said that an eight-member Central study team would arrive here to assess the situation which has caused 
widespread damage not only to the farm sector but also to minor irrigation projects, fisheries and drinking 
water projects. Dr. Dasgupta said that besides two top agriculture scientists, the meeting was attended by 
three ministers – Agriculture Minister Naren De, Rural Development Minister Mortaza Hossein and 
Animal Husbandry Minister Narayan Biswas. One of the major points discussed at the meeting was how 
to generate employment in the 11 districts affected by poor monsoons. “There is a need to adopt a long-
term perspective. Not only foodgrains but also those engaged in cultivating vegetables, managing fisheries 
and animal husbandry projects have been affected and there is an urgent need to create jobs,” the Finance 
Minister said. The fisheries sector has suffered a loss of Rs.153 crore, show estimates. The meeting also 
emphasised the need for adopting less water-intensive agriculture practices in the State, especially in case 
of paddy cultivation and also advise farmers to take up cultivation of alternative crops. The State 
Government has decided to send a memorandum on this entire matter to the Centre and place its case for 
funds allotment.

Dengue cases increased alarmingly in the national capital as 59 more patients tested positive for the 
vector-borne disease, taking the total number of people being affected by it to 800. The national capital 
has recorded two confirmed and three suspected dengue deaths this season. According to MCD, there are 
59 new cases since Saturday. Among the total 800 cases so far, 676 have been reported from MCD areas, 
91 from NDMC areas and the rest were from other parts of the city and outstation cases. Among the fresh 
cases, the highest 14 have come from MCD Civil Lines Zone followed by Central Zone (12). The MCD 
said it has deployed additional staff to tackle the situation in the worst-hit Central and South Delhi, from 
where 271 cases have been reported so far. It is also maintaining round-the-clock surveillance near all the 
Commonwealth Games venues, Municipal Commissioner K S Mehra said. According to statistics released 
by the Municipal Corporation of Delhi, the numbers of cases till this time in 2009 were only four. The 
figure was 67 and 17 in the same periods in 2008 and 2007 respectively. Authorities are more worried 
about the spread of dengue as the city will host the Games in October, a month which generally sees high 
prevalence of the disease. According to the MCD, in the previous years, the number of dengue cases and 
deaths were 1,153 and 3 (2009), 1,312 and 2 (2008), 548 and 1 (2007) and 3,366 and 36 (2006).

At least seven persons died and about 50 others were affected in an outbreak of dengue in Orissa's tribal-
dominated Malkangiri district in past three weeks, official sources said today. The deaths were reported 
from Padia, MV-67 and Materu villages under Padia block of the district during the period, Chief District 
Medical Officer (CDMO) Rabindra Kumar Nath said adding five of the deaths took place in last week 
alone. Though most of the patients, showing symptoms of high fever, had undergone treatment at the local 
primary health centre (PHC) initially, several had to be shifted to Visakhapatnam in neighbouring Andhra 
Pradesh later, he said. Blood test of the patients at Visakhapatnam detected dengue, Nath said adding 
about 50 persons suffering from the disease were currently undergoing treatment at various hospitals and 
health authorities took steps to deal with the situation. A team of experts and doctors visited the affected 
areas to ensure proper treatment of patients besides taking preventive steps against the disease through 
mosquito control, sources said. An awareness drive has also been launched to check spread of the disease.

KATHMANDU, AUG 24 - At least four persons were killed, two others went missing and hundreds were 
displaced due to floods and landslides in various parts of the country on Monday. Two persons were swept 
away by rivers in Sindhuli district. The dead have been identified as Yunita B.K. of Jarayotar and 

Baubalal Kumar of Dudhauli, police said. Landslide buried 
Laisi Chepang in Kakada VDC-7 in Makwanpur district, 
while one Bhim Khati was swept away by the swollen 
Garuwa rivulet in Ilam. Meanwhile, the Koshi river started 
eroding spurs in its western embankment in Pathari of 
Saptari district, leaving a dozen VDCs at high risk of 
flooding. Ram Avatar Sardar, a local, said the swollen 
river eroded more than half of the spur.  The water flow in 
the Koshi river on Monday was 276,905 cusec, the highest 
this year. Red lights were lit across the Koshi Bridge as a 
sign of danger. An employee at the Koshi Barrage said the 
water level could go up as it has been raining continuously 

in some hilly districts that feed the river. Indian technicians are working to control the erosion. In Bardiya, 
around 500 households were displaced in Rajpur Tappu as floodwaters from the Karnali river inundated a 
settlement of freed Kamaiyas (bonded labourers) in Chhediya. The waters also inundated various 
settlements in Bhimmapur, Daulatpur and other villages. In Siraha, around 200 houses were waterlogged 
as waters from the Kamala river and Jhulke stream entered the settlements.In Nawalparasi, six villages, 
Rampur Khadauna, Rampurawa, Bhajuhawa, Sonami, Sanai, and Pratappur in the south were inundated 
due to heavy downpour for the past few days. Locals have been forced to take shelter in cowsheds 
following the inundation. Heavy downpour for the last couple of days damaged the dam constructed in 
Karnali river at Dhansinghpur of Kailali district on Monday. The dam constructed at a cost of Rs 1.39 
million has been damaged affecting locals of Dhansinghpur village. In Nawalparasi, floodwaters washed 
away the power house of a micro-hydro project worth four million rupees in Bulingtar VDC. Flashfloods 
and landslides in Udayapur, Sindhuli, Dang, Salyan, Kaski, Terhathum, Taplejung and various other 
districts also displaced dozens of families.  

According to meteorologist Sudip Kayastha in Kathmandu, almost all 15 meterological stations across the 
country recorded more than normal rainfall in August this year. “Most parts of the western and central 
parts of the country will see rainfall for the next couple of days,” he said.

Agni air plane crashes in Makwanpur, 14 aboard killed

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A  small aircraft owned by Agni Air crashed in 
Makawanpur, southwest of Kathmandu, early in 
the morning Tuesday, killing all 14 people 
onboard. The plane has broken into pieces and 
all those on board were killed, eyewitnesses 
confirmed. Six foreigners, five Nepalis and three 
crew members were aboard the ill-starred 
Dornier aircraft. The deceased crew members 
have been identified as Captain Laxman Prakash 
Bikram Shah, Co-Pilot Sofia Singh and Air 
Hostess Sarah Sherpa. Five deceased passengers 
have been identified as Ishwor Rijal, Prakash 
Amgain, K. Rai, P. Bhote and P. Sherpa, Police 
Spokesperson Beegyan Raj Sharma informed. 
Four Americans, one British and one Japanese 
national are among the deceased foreigners, he 

added.  The plane that took off for Lukla at 7:04 this morning from Tribhuvan International Airport (TIA) 
was on its way back to the Capital after failing to land in Lukla airport due to inclement weather 
conditions. However, the plane lost track of the TIA tower, upon returning, leading to the crash. Locals of 
Makawanpur told that the plane crashed into a field in Shikharpur village, which lies south west of 
Kathmandu, at around 7:30. “The plane remains broken into pieces in the field right next to a school 
building,” Pratap Lama, a local said.  “The human bodies also remain in pieces … we are just shocked.” 
He added, “There was no big noise or any fire that we noticed before the crash.” The exact cause of the 
accident is not known, but officials suspect bad weather could have led to the crash. However, sources 
have informed that Pilot Shah had contacted the control unit at TIA and reported an engine failure before 
the catastrophe. Meanwhile, a Nepal Army team from Phaparbari and a police team from Hattisude went 
to the incident site for rescue operations after which the bodies were collected and airlifted to the Capital. 
The weather of Kathmandu valley had worsened in the wee hours of Tuesday, with torrential rains lashing 
and thick clouds and fog(s) blanketing the surrounding hills -- clearly affecting the visibility for flights.

Two people died in flood related incident in Dang district on Wednesday, 
police said. The swollen Sewar stream swept away Indra Bahadur Damai of Saigha VDC-1 while four-
year-old Pushpa Oli of Halwar-7 drowned in a local canal.  
In Udayapur, rain-fed Triyuga River swept away Bhikhari Das of Jogidaha VDC-8. The deceased was an 
ascetic who had been staying in local Ramjanaki Temple. Police recovered his body some 500 metres 
downstream. Udayapur police also found two dead bodies on the bank of the river. Tara Bahadur Majhi 
was buried alive when his house at Birgha VDC in Syangja district caved in. It collapsed at around 5 a.m., 
police said.Flood and landslide killed two more people in Rukum and Panchthar districts. A middle-aged 
man died when the water in Pitibang stream at Bhalakcha VDC, Rukum, swept away him on Wednesday. 
On Tuesday evening, 11-year-old Priti Nemwang perished in a landslide at Nawamidanda in Panchthar 
district. She was returning home from school, a local said. Our Dadeldhura correspondent reported that 
Mukesh Saud was drowned in a local stream at Bagarkot VDC on Tuesday. Nearly a dozen VDCs 
including Alital, Shrisha and Jogbudha are in peril due to flood. Meanwhile, police recovered the body of 
a minor who was buried in Monday night’s landslide at Sadewa VDC in Taplejung. Three members of a 
family went missing when a landslide swept away their house.

HYDERABAD: Flood water has forced its way into 
the outskirts of Shahdadkot amid efforts to save the 
city from inundation while Kotri Barrage is in very 
high flood, Geo News reported Sunday.Raju 
Nizamani area of Thatta has also been submerged 
while floodwater is pushing hard against many 
embankments of River Indus besides those in 
Larkana, Khairpur, Dadu.High tide in River Indus 
resulted in flooding of dozens of villages near Amri, 
Khanot and Badapur including a railway track along 
these areas, keeping the train service between Karachi 
and Quetta suspended.Fear has spread in surrounding 
localities due to seepages developed in dykes at 

Baodero, Jakhri, Sekhat and Galyan near Matiari.Floodwater, after ravaging thousands of acres of land in 
Jhark area, has now entered Raju Nizamani.Although, most of the residents of the areas at risk of flooding 
have already relocated to safer places, hundreds of people remain stranded there. Meantime, repair work is 
fast in progress on emergency basis on protective embankments in Shahdadkot, where administration in 
District Dadu’s tehsil KN Shah and Juhi has issued warning.Also, the floodwater sustained pressure at 
Dadu-Moro bridge.Kotri Barrge is witnessing flooding of high degree, as over 40 villages in Ameri and 
Khanot have been submerged by the flooding in River Indus, leaving the residents marooned.The train 
service between Karachi and Quetta is hitherto suspended as the railways track have sunk under water 
near Ameri, Khanot and Badapur areas of Jamshoro.River Indus bunds near Nawabshah including Mud 
Mangli, Mekaro Dhoro, Bachalpur, Lakhat and Daulatpur are persistently under mounting water 
pressure.The seepage from embankment of Chhandan Canal—a tributary of River Indus near Mkaro 
Dhoro—triggered panic among the residents, who have started evacuation in view of imminent flooding 
as a result of breach in the river.

Jaffarabad: After entrance of more floodwater from three 
sides in district Jaffarabad, water level has risen by 13-15 
feet in many areas particularly in the district headquarters 
Dera Allahyar while Provincial Disaster Management 
Authority's (PDMA) compiled report by 20th August had 
confirmed displacement of 1.1 million people and killing of 
40 persons by raging floods in Balochistan.On Sunday, 
dozens of flood victims, most of the children suffering from 
gastroenteritis and other waterborne diseases were brought 
to Dera Murad Jamali, Sibi and Quetta hospitals. Doctors 
told media that due to acute shortage of required medicines 
at the hospitals and medical camps, fear of deaths of a large 
number of such patients had emerged. During last few days 
after the worst ever floods hit Balochistan districts, over 52 
persons infected with gastroenteritis, cholera and other 
waterborne diseases had died.Meanwhile, the floodwater is fast roaring into Shadadkot, deluging over 
hundred villages. The high tide sustained its pressure, causing the temporary protective embankment 
constructed over Motorway to seep from different points, a private news channel reported Sunday.The 
floodwater entered three pipes and two watercourses under the protective embankment meant for 
irrigation in a bid to spare the city. The current is fast heading to the city now. The water from these pipes 
and watercourses approached near Goth Din Muhammad Khiazai and Goth Diyar Khan, a kilometre from 
Shahdadkot.The city was 90 percent evacuated in view of imminent flooding.Meanwhile, Shikarpur 
District remained in a great flood threat as floodwater in the Indus River rose to more then 1.1 million 
cusecs at Gudu Barrage and the same flow was at Sukkur Barrage.All-out efforts were made to protect 
Shikarpur district from the flood threat but we could not be able to save Shikarpur district though all 
techniques and strategies were exercised jointly by Pak Army, District Administrations and local 
volunteers for flood protection and some towns and villages in pacca and katcha areas came under 
floodwater after breaches occurred in Begari Canal, Sindh Canal and Choi Shakh in District Shikarpur. 

The Shikarpur city and all the four taluka headquarters towns including Shikarpur, Garhiyasin, Lakhi 
Ghulam Shah and Khanpur as well as the main other towns including Madeji, Chak, Dakhan, Jahan Khan, 
Jamira, Lodra, Hamayoon, Mian Sahib, Wazirabad and other towns were protected from the flood 
threat.The Sultankot, Jagan and some other villages belonging to 12 union councils in the district came 
under the floodwater. Now the situation of flood is getting normal after the direction of flood water flow 
was diverted to its natural routes.District Coordination Officer-DCO Shikarpur Dr Saeed Ahmed 
Mangnejo said 1,852 villages and towns in pacca and katcha areas were inundated by the floodwater, 
30,000 pacca and katcha houses were destroyed, 400,000 people were badly affected, 10 persons died and 
60 others received injuries. The Post Report adds: floodtide has submerged 500 Jaffarabad villages.Katcha 
villages in Hyderabad deluged: With the continuous upsurge in floodwater in the River Indus downstream 
Kotri several villages, some of them dating back to the 18th century have been deluged while their 
hitherto reluctant dwellers have now vacated their abodes. As many as 20 villages in Latifabad including 
Haji Khan Laghari, Budhal Laghari, Fazal Khan Laghari, Daree Mian, Naij Noha Mian and Dhanoo Bheel 
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are submerged by the floodwater which was recorded at 760,511 cusecs downstream Kotri on Saturday 6 
pm. Over 15,000 people were residing in those villages which have now been reclaimed by their real 
holder, the mighty Indus River, while the displaced people have started to move towards the relief camps. 
Water mounts pressure on Thatta safety bunds: Floodwater has been surging constantly in River Indus 
through Thatta district, mounting massive pressure upon Manarki, Surjani and Sawanda safety 
embankments while the repair work at safety dykes in Dadu district to fill in breaches is underway on war 
footings, the Irrigation Department told media. 

The water pressure has been persistently being exerted upon Manarki, Surjani and Sawanda safety bunds 
in Thatta districts, resulting in inundating over 300 villages in Katchi Abadies so far, said officials, a 
private news channel reported on SundayMeanwhile, over 90,000 people have been evacuated to safer 
places and more people are being transferred to safer locations. Women and children have been dislocated 
to safer places during rescue operation being conducted by Pakistan Navy in Kati Khoso Goath while 
efforts are underway to evacuate remaining people stranded at separate positions.No flood threat in Sutlej: 
District Coordination Officer (DCO) Dr. Naeem Rauf said there was no threat of flood in Sutlej 
River.Talking to APP here Sunday he said all precautionary arrangements had been made in this regard. 
He said a flood control room has already been set up here but no threat of flood was found in the district. 

International Community to aid $815m

ISLAMABAD: Foreign Minister Shah Mahmood Qureshi said that the commitments and pledges made by 
the international community have touched the mark of $815 million, which is more than that of earlier 
appraisal of the United Nations of $460 million for the relief and rehabilitation of the flood-affected 
people. "The response of the world community at the UN General Assembly meeting was extraordinary 
and an ample proof of it was stretching out the session to two days that was initially scheduled to last for 
only few hours," said the foreign minister while addressing senior journalists Sunday. He said the world 
has taken stock of the situation, which, he admitted was slow to respond in the beginning, but now it is has 
decided to go all out to help the flood victims".Minister Qureshi said, "The decision to accept aid from 
India was taken on humanitarian grounds therefore the matter should not be politicised. If India is faced 
with this situation,  
Pakistan will do the same thing by extending all possible support it could." Talking about his meetings 
with various leaders on the sidelines of the UN General Assembly session, the minister said, he 
particularly urged the European Union to grant market access to Pakistani products if it really wanted to 
help Pakistan at this critical juncture. He admitted desired results could not be achieved during the April 
Pakistan-EU summit mainly because the EU had refused to allow Pakistan market access but now there is 
time that EU can help Pakistan by granting market access. 
He said his government was not concerned at involvement of religious parties or for that matter certain 
banned outfits in the relief activities.He added it was up to the Pakistan government at the end of the day 
to carry out the relief and rehabilitation work. He said, even during the United Nations General Assembly 
meeting, nobody made a mention of this thing.The foreign minister said, various countries are being 
approached to extend technical assistance as well keeping in view the magnanimity of the disaster and 
post-disaster rehabilitation work.  
He said the internal resources are also being mobilized to achieve this end.When his attention was drawn 
towards the fact that certain foreign elements may cash in on the opportunity in the name of relief work, 
the foreign minister said, "We should not doubt anybody's intent. They are here to help us". To yet another 
question he said, China is our time-tested friend and even now it is contributing to relief activities quite 
generously." He particularly mentioned fundraising campaign launched by the Turkish government and 
said the Turkish prime minister had himself appealed for generous contributions for the flood victims. He 
thanks the Turkish government for extending this support. Kuwait doubles aid for victims:  
The State of Kuwait has announced to double the financial aid for the flood affected people in 
Pakistan.The announcement came in a speech delivered by the Permanent Representative of Kuwait to the 
United Nations, Ambassador Mansour Ayyad Al-Otaibi, before the General Assembly Session. According 
to a press release, Kuwait, in response to a call of humanity and the scale of the human tragedy in 
Pakistan, has decided to increase the value of donation to $ 10 million.Otaibi said that the Kuwait Red 
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Crescent Society (KRCS) had been assigned, in coordination with the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, to 
ensure that human.He said that a campaign will also be launched to collect donations from the public and 
informed that institutions of civil society and the private sector and members of the Kuwaiti public had 
already collected about two million dollars to be sent to Pakistan. However the Ambassador reiterated the 
condolences and sympathy of Kuwait and its people to the government and people of Pakistan and 
expressed full solidarity with them in this ordeal which caused heavy losses of lives and property.

Dyke erosion sparks panic in Larkana

L ARKANA: Panic gripped Larkana after the receding Indus eroded a 200-foot wide portion of the Akil-
Aghani loop bund between Spur-3 and Spur-4 on Monday. The dyke is five to six kilometres from the 
city. Larkana DCO Hassan Naqvi told Dawn that the situation continued to be critical, although 150 feet 
of the erosion had been filled. However, he said, the situation did not demand evacuation of the city. He 
expressed the hope that the rest of the eroded portion would be filled at night and the dyke would be 
strengthened. The delay in the arrival of required 
machinery and stones has slowed repairs, 
although Sindh Assembly Speaker Nisar Ahmed 
Khuhro and Dr Shaffqat Soomro were 
supervising the work. Mr Khuhro expressed 
dissatisfaction over the performance of the 
irrigation department.Sindh Chief Minister Qaim 
Ali Shah and provincial Law Minister Ayaz 
Soomro visited the Akil-Aghani embankment. Mr 
Shah appealed to the people of Larkana not be 
excessively worried and said that efforts were 
being made to repair the eroded portion and 
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reinforce the dyke. He asked the authorities concerned to immediately move heavy machinery to the site 
and provide the required quantity of stones. The news about the erosion ignited fears and a number of 
families left Larkana and Akil town. Sources said that army and Rangers personnel were helping the local 
administration in filling the erosion. Villagers are also contributing their bit. Provincial irrigation secretary 
Shuja Junejo said that danger was still not over. Senator Dr Safdar Abasi, Naheed Khan, MPA Haji 
Munwar Abbasi and senior officials also visited the area. Sources at the National Highway Authority said 
heavy machinery had been moved to the area late on Monday night. Shahdadkot town, meanwhile, is still 
under threat as the water from breaches in Tori bund is reaching the town from three directions. Qambar-
Shahdadkot DCO Ghulam Yaseen Shar said the water was putting pressure on the temporarily-built dyke 
around the town. Weaker portions of the dyke are being strengthened with stones.The DCO said that cuts 
had been made in RBOD-III and Zero-Point to accelerate the flow of water and reduce the threat. He said 
that troops and navy boats were evacuating people trapped in the area. MNA Ramesh Lal said the 
situation remained unchanged. Shafqat Wadho, Superintending Engineer of the Saifullah Magsi branch, 
told Dawn that water would be released into RBOD-I and Shahdadkot and Mirokhan drains from RBOD-
III. It will then fall into Hamal lake. He said he feared that the Main Nara Valley drain, RBOD-I and a 
protective dyke along Hamal lake might not withstand the mounting pressure of water. He said that 
thousands of people were still trapped in villages. 
 
PAKISTAN: Sindh flood displaced strain Balochistan

QUETTA (IRIN) - The southwestern Pakistani province of 
Balochistan is struggling to cope with an influx of flood 
displaced people from neighbouring Sindh Province, despite 
a growing number of camps. “Figures with new assessments 
are coming in but at the moment in Balochistan half a 
million people are affected,” Arianne Rummery, a 
spokesperson for the UN Refugee Agency (UNHCR), told 
IRIN. “The numbers have grown following the influx of 
people from Sindh and added to the strain on 
resources.”Many of the newly displaced in Balochistan are 
from the Jacobabad and Shahdadkot districts of Sindh 
Province. Shahdadkot city, with a population of 500,000, 
was evacuated on 21 June, and most people simply crossed 
into Balochistan. “We walked on and on for miles, 
occasionally getting a lift in some passing truck. We have 

literally been without food for two days. We have even tried to eat leaves and we may have died had some 
villagers not given us a little goat milk,” Shamoon Bibi, 50, from a village near Jacobabad, told IRIN. 
UNHCR says Balochistan has established and is managing five camps - in Quetta, Sibi, Dera Hurad 
Jamali, Dhader and Noutal. Twelve of Balochistan’s 30 districts have been declared “flood hit” by the 
provincial government, and warnings have been issued about disease, following the first heavy monsoon 
rains in late July.UNHCR and aid agencies working in Balochistan say it is a struggle to find resources to 
offer people the help they need. “At the moment everything is a priority - shelter, food, water. We don’t 
have enough resources to get these to people,” said the UNHCR’s Rummery.  
 
Naseerabad District  
 
In the town of Dera Allahyar, in Naseerabad District, “there are tens of thousands of people, including 
many who left Sindh with nothing at all. We are trying to offer what help we can,” said Jamal Mazari, 22, 
a student from Quetta working as a volunteer with the authorities to help flood victims in 
Balochistan.Commissioner for Naseerabad Sher Khan Bazai told the media: “We have an acute scarcity of 
tents and people are living out in the open.” Many are camped along highways leading from Sindh to 
Balochistan. “It is incredibly hot and we have no water; there is hardly any food and nothing is distributed 
for days,” said Ghulam Qadir, 40, who had fled from Ghotki in Sindh. He told IRIN on a borrowed mobile 
phone: “My youngest child, who is seven, is sick with fever and diarrhoea. I don’t know what to do.”

800,000 people cut off by floods: UN

The United Nations has launched an urgent 
appeal for more helicopters for Pakistan 
where it said 800,000 people have been cut 
off by the country's devastating floods and 
were only reachable by air. "As monsoon 
floods continue to displace millions in 
southern Pakistan, an estimated 800,000 
people in need across the country are only 
accessible by air," the UN Office for the 
Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs said. 
"More helicopters are urgently required," 
OCHA said in a statement Tuesday. The 
worst natural disaster in Pakistan's history 
has already affected 20 million people in nearly a month of flooding triggered by heavy monsoon rains, 
and left 1,500 people dead. Five million people have been made homeless across the country and officials 
have warned that millions are at risk from disease and food shortages. "These unprecedented floods pose 
unprecedented logistical challenges, and this requires an extraordinary effort by the international 
community," said John Holmes, UN Under-Secretary-General for Humanitarian Affairs and Emergency 
Relief Coordinator. Marcus Prior of the World Food Programme said at least 40 additional heavy-lift 
helicopters were needed "to reach the huge numbers of increasingly desperate people with life-saving 
relief", according to the OCHA statement. Pakistani officials have warned that the country's fertile 
southern plains face the risk of more flooding in the next few days as a major river threatens to burst its 
banks.

Accepting the call of the Government, the Asian Development Bank (ADB) and the World Bank (WB) 
have launched the Damage and Needs Assessment (DNA) of the recent floods that have devastated the 
country. “The World Bank has completed numerous damage and needs assessments worldwide in 
collaboration with other key financing and donor institutions such as ADB and we will be bringing that 
experience to bear on this DNA, which is going to be a challenge considering the enormity of the 
disaster,” said Rachid Benmessaoud, World Bank Country Director for Pakistan. “The ADB and WB will 
collaborate with UN and other key donors through participation and sharing of information,” he added. 
DNAs are generally conducted in the shortest possible time immediately after a natural disaster to provide 
the government and international community with a credible assessment of the extent of the damage and 
an estimate of the cost to reconstruct and rehabilitate the damaged infrastructure and services, says an 
official statement issued by the WB’s Resident Mission here on Wednesday.Response to natural 
calamities has four phases; rescue, immediate relief, early recovery, and reconstruction. Rescue and 
immediate relief efforts focus on rescue, temporary shelter, food and primary health care. During early 
recovery, focus shifts to restoring functions such as communications and service delivery interrupted by 
the disaster until reconstruction is completed. The reconstruction phase focuses on replacement of 
infrastructure damaged or destroyed by the disaster. “This is the fourth DNA that ADB and WB are jointly 
conducting in Pakistan in close collaboration with the Economic Affairs Division, but this one is unique 
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given the scale of devastation and the geographical spread of the calamity”, said Rune Stroem, ADB 
Country Director for Pakistan. “As Pakistan’s development partners, we are committed to the need of 
completing this task as quickly as possible. At the same time, we are also aware of the need to do a world-
class DNA. If there is no fresh wave of flooding and damage data collection and compilation can continue 
without interruption, the assessment is expected to be completed by mid-October,” he added.

After submerging kacha areas of Thatta, the flood water has changed its direction towards the concrete 
areas of the city outskirts. A breach in the embankment of Keerthar Canal has endangered Larkana and 
areas including Rato Dero and Garhi Khuda Bukhsh Bhutto, a private news channel reported on 
Wednesday. The flood water submerged 25 villages.According to details, flood water is rapidly entering 
the houses of four concrete villages: Haji Khamiso Babbar, Mallan Babbar, Nawaz Ali Barast and Hali 
Moosa Khaskheli Goth near Jhirk City. The people of the all four villages, on their own, are trying to 
drain out flood water, but the water level is rising constantly.The District Administration is busy 
strengthening safety embankments to control flood water before it hits the National Highway. 
The flood affected people of the villages said after their houses submerged, they are taking refuge on roof 
tops and other elevated places.The District Coordination Officer of Thatta, Manzoor Ahmad Sheikh said 
that the people residing in these concrete area villages will be evacuated safely. Due to the shortage of 
modern equipment and stones in bulk, strengthening the Jannat Shakh safety embankment is suffering. 
After the constant rise of water pressure, Larkana is endangered by robust floods arriving from the two 
sides of the city. The people of Larkana are threatened and harassed by the expected flood. They have 
started to evacuate from the endangered areas. Indus still violent at Kotri: River Indus is flowing in 
exceptionally high flood Level with rising trend at Kotri Barrage with water outflow of 916,000 cusecs. 
According to daily report issued by Federal Flood Commission,the river is in high flood level with falling 
trend in Guddu-Sukkur Reach with water discharge of 682,000 and 692,000 cusecs while it is in medium 
flood in Chashma-Taunsa reach with 382,000 and 390,000 cusecs.  
The river is in low flood in Tarbela-Kalabagh reach, the FFC said. River Kabul is in medium flood with 
rising trend at Nowshera with water outflow of 76,000 cusecs and in low flood with rising trend at Warsak 
42,000 cusecs. River Indus has attained exceptionally high flood Level of 938,000 cusecs at Kotri 
Barrage, which could further increase. The river is likely to be in exceptionally high flood to very high 
flood stage during the next 6-7 days. The high flood situation at Kotri Barrage is expected during the 
subsequent 8-9 days which can result inundation and riverine flooding of low-lying areas of Districts 
Hyderabad, Thatta, Badin and adjoining areas along both sides of Indus River, especially Sajawal, Mirpur 
Bataro, Mirpur Sakro, Jhang Shahi, Allah Rakhio, Shadadkot, Jamshoro, Matiari, Makaro, Ketibander and 
Shahbander.As reported by the Pakistan Meteorological Department, Bhakra and Pong Dams on River 
Sutlej and Ranjeet Sagar Dam on River Ravi are likely to attain maximum conservation level within next 
few days, which may result in increased water releases from these dams. As a result, flood water level 
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downstream of Ganda Singh Wala and Madhopur may rise can cause inundation of low lying areas along 
these rivers.  
All other main eastern rivers including Jhelum, Chenab, Ravi and Sutlej are flowing normal.Floods caused 
havoc to country's irrigation, power infrastructure: A huge infrastructure of country's water irrigation and 
power system has been destroyed or damaged during the recent floods, causing loss of billions of rupees 
to the national kitty. "Since water has not yet receded and access to flood affected areas is restricted, it 
will take some time to assess and quantify damages," told Zarar Aslam, Chairman Federal Flood 
Commission here. He said no major monsoon system was expected to develop in the next 5 days and that 
would help provincial governments and lending agencies to complete the damage and need 
assessment.However, in the event of more rains on the Indian side, eastern rivers, particularly Sutlej and 
Chenab, could cause flooding because Indian reservoirs were full to capacity.  "We will have to remain 
vigilant to cope with any impending danger," he said adding that if the situation is worsened in Eastern 
rivers, it would cause further damage to the country's infrastructure.  
He said the all major water reservoirs have almost attained maximum conservation level adding that 
spillways of the dams would have to be opened in case of more rains. He said in Khyber Pakhtunkhwa the 
flood water washed away Munda Headworks, flood embankment and spurs along river Swat, Panjkora 
and Kabul besides breaching irrigation network and damaging irrigation works. Damages to irrigation 
works have also been reported in Gilgit Baltistan and AJK, he added.The chairman said the flash flood 
also damaged 12 irrigation works in Balochistan besides 35 breaches in Rabi canal and Hair bin Drainage 
system in Balochistan. At least eight irrigation schemes worth Rs.3343 million were damaged in the 
province, he added.Zarar Aslam said in Punjab, 19 infrastructures of various projects sustained damages 
including Jinnah Barrage Right Marginal Bund, Jinnah Barrage left Guide Bank, Taunsa Barrage Left 
Marginal Bund, Taunsa Punjnad link and Muzaffargarh canal etc.The tentative estimates of Taunsa circle 
damages were calculated as Rs 545 million, he added. The chairman said in Sindh, Tori Flood Protection 
Bund (embankment) (1st line of Defence), Ghouspur Flood Protection Bund (2nd line of Defence), 
Beghari Sindh Feeder Canal (last line of Defence), Qadirpur Loop Bund on Left Bank and K.K (Kacha 
Kharif) Bund of Guddu Barrage have been damaged due to flood.

Minister of State for Information and Broadcasting Syed Sumsam Ali Bukhari said on Wednesday that 
about five million tents are required for proving shelter to flood victims in the country. Addressing a press 
conference he said, "Pakistan is world's largest tents producing country but we have also asked Turkey 
and other tents producing countries to supply tents to meet the requirement of the flood affected people." 
He said that each and every affected family would be provided tents within no time.About the flood 
situation, he said that so far 1,589 deaths have been confirmed with 2,344 injured persons. He said that 
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according to estimates available so far 1236,257 houses have been damaged in the floods. He said that so 
far 3417,790 blankets, 5923.16 tonnes of food items, 3732 mosquito nets, 182,133 tents, 136006 Tarpals, 
and 68,075 plastic mats have been provided to the flood internally displaced persons. About donations to 
Prime Minister's flood relief fund, he said that Rs 1.856 billion have been donated while more donations 
are coming every day.  About water situation at various barrages, he said that water level and Sukkur and 
Guddu is decreasing. Water level at Kotri may further increase and reach a peak in coming three to four 
days and then decrease to about 7 to 8 lakh cusecs for next week time. He said that during next 18 hours, 
there was likelihood of rains in Upper Punjab, Khyber-Pukhtunkhwa, Azad Kashmir and Gilgit-Baltistan. 
Regarding National Road Network,he said that all motorways and Great Trunk Road (N-5) are open for 
all types of traffic. He said that the Indus Sumsam Bukhari appealed to the media persons to show footage 
of those people as well who have been rescued and provided relief by the government agencies during 
past few weeks time. He said that Pakistan Army, Navy, Air Force and National Disaster Management 
Authority (NDMA) are part of the federal government which were fully active in flood rescue and relief 
process.  
PPP pursuing mass campaign for flood affectees: PPP Secretary Information Fouzia Wahab on 
Wednesday said that her party was pursuing a mass campaign for the flood affected people and 200 trucks 
of necessary food items for flood affected people have been dispatched so far. "We have sent relief items 
of Rs 40 million to the affected areas. Moreover, Rs 110 million have been collected by Bakhtawar Bhutto 
Zardari through her fund `Save the Victims of Flood'. We have set up 40 relief camps in Punjab, 16 in 
Karachi and five camps in Hyderabad," she said.Fauzia said that out of the 110 million fund raised by 
Bakhtawar only from Sindh, 50 per cent amount had been given to Khyber Pakhtunkhwa, while 30 
percent to Punjab and 20 per cent to Sindh. "Moreover, rest of the 110 million have been provided to 
Utility Stores Corporation and food consignments are being sent to the affected people across country," 
she added.Fouzia Wahab added that each affectee would be provided a hamper of five food items worth 
Rs 2,000 and these are being distributed through the MNAs of respective area. "Each pack includes wheat 
flour, sugar, tea, pulses, etc," she added. She said other provincial and central office bearers of the party 
were also sending trucks loaded with food items to the affected persons across the country independently.

Floodwater coming from Nari bank has played havoc in Tambu tehsil 
of Naseerabad on Thursday destroying dozens of mud houses, 
agriculture fields and farms while five people including three children 
died of gastroenteritis in Dera Murad Jamali. Meanwhile, flash flood in 
Talli River on Thursday submerged Sultanpur and Talli area of district 
Sibi, washing away many houses.According to reports, 112,000 cusecs 
water coming from Sindh through Nari bank caused more destruction 
in tehsil Tambu as dozens of mud houses caved in and many villages 
inundated. The historical city of Tambu Allahabad was also affected 
from the flood. Sources said that a large number of people are 
marooned and waiting for government’s help. Standing crops 
cultivated on thousands of acres land and farms were also badly affected by the floods.On the other hand, 

five people, including three children and a woman died 
in Dera Murad Jamali and 120 more affected people 
were admitted to hospital.Sources said that emergency 
was declared in Civil Hospital Dera Murad Jamali as 
three children, a woman and man died of gastro 
epidemic while 120 more affected persons were brought 
to the hospital.Sources said that hundreds of cases of 
gastroenteritis, skin disease, eye infections and other 
waterborne diseases had been reported from different 
flood-hit areas. An official said that there was an acute 
shortage of medicines in hospitals and medical camps 
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and demanded of the government for immediate provision of medicines so that outbreak of more disease 
could be prevented.APP adds: Flash flood in Talli River submerged Sultanpur and Talli area of District 
Sibi, washing away many houses while continuous floodwaters flow to District Jaffarabad and Jhal Magsi 
from Tori Band along Indus River has inundated 15 more villages of Gandakha and Usta 
Muhammad.Fresh flood current from Tori Band, and breach in Saifullah Magsi Canal has inundated more 
15 villages of Gandakha and Suhbatpur including Goth Faisal Fakir, Goth Janan Jamali, Goth Jabalpur, 
Goth Raza Muhammad, Goth Ali Nawaz Nichari, Goth Sahb Khan Jamali, Goth Sajan Khan Jamali, Goth 
Taj Muhammad Marri, Goth Jumma Khan Marri, Goth Rustam Jamali, Goth Mewa Khan Jamali and Goth 
Aata Muhammad Jamali. 
 
 
Floods devastated 131 villages in Rajanpur: Report

Flash floods caused by hill torrents in Rajanpur 
District in last we-ek of July, devastated at least 
131 villages leaving around 15,055 people 
homeless and 162,000 acres of cotton fields 
ruined. 
The facts were revealed in Rapid Assessment 
Report of Flood-Affected Communities in 
Rajanpur District. The report compiled by Save 
the Children, a non-government organisation 
illustrates the situation of 19 flood-affected 
Union Councils (Ucs) in Rajanpur District. 
Within these 19 UCs; the survey team visited 
99 communities in two days time. The average 
household size in the 19-affected UCs was 
found to be 7.6 persons.The main objectives of this study were to assess immediate needs of affected 
population and to provide instant information for strategic decision making for a swift emergency 
response.Regarding food security, report revealed that worryingly that despite the fact that flood water 
destroyed food stocks in affected areas, 63.3 percent community members stated that they have not 
received any food aid. 37.1 percent of communities reported that, overall, most families in their 
communities have no food stock available at home; where limited food stock is available, the main food 
items include rice and wheat. About source of drinking water, it highlighted that in 58.2 percent of 
surveyed communities, the main source of drinking water is hand pumps, while 16.3 percent are buying 
water from the market for their needs. Water in 49 percent of communities was reported as insufficient. 
About health facilities, report also revealed that a number of health facilities in Rajanpur District are still 
under water and few others are inaccessible due to damaged roads. Furthermore, as many are cut off from 
main towns, 66.3 percent of communities are unable to access health services when needed, while the 
other 33.7 percent of communities can access health facilities but with some difficulties. The most 
prevalent ailments are diarrhoea, respiratory infections, skin diseases and eye infections. “Overall, 95.6 
percent of housing structures have been damaged; among these, 84.8 percent are fully damaged”, said the 
report. Agriculture was reported as the main source of income in 51.5 percent of communities; standing 
crops of cotton and sugarcane were badly damaged in many of these villages. Community members in 
surveyed communities reported damages to 100 percent of school buildings; 26.2 percent are partially 
damaged, and another 26.2 percent are badly damaged, while 47.6 percent are completely destroyed or 
submerged to the extent that building cannot be used. 
 
Flood losses in Sindh touch Rs 550 billion: Dr Qaiser G.N.Mughul

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According to an initial estimates, the damage likely 
caused to Sindh in its various sectors due to current 
floods in financial terms may be to the extent of Rs. 550 
billion. Addressing a press conference in the Committee 
Room of P and D department of Government Sindh, on 
Thursday, Adviser to Chief Minister for Planning and 
Development, Dr Qaiser Bengali, also did not rule out 
that after flood recedes all over the provinces these 
estimates after a detailed survey may touch Rs. 1000 
billion. Dr Bengali claimed that the range of the 
displacement of population in Sindh due to current 
floods is not only larger than such displacements in the 
rest two provinces viz. Khyber Pakhtunkhwa, but is the 
largest displacement of the population in the history of 
Sindh. Giving a brief of the damage and destruction caused by current floods in various sectors of Sindh, 
the Adviser to Sindh Chief Minister said; Six districts on the right bank of Indus viz. Kashmore, 
Jacobabad, Shikarpur, Shahdadkot,Larkana and Dadu, except some big cities of these districts are under 
flood water; The infrastructure of all these districts has been completely washed away; About 60 to 70 
lakh flood affected people of these districts have been affected and compelled to shift from their own 
abodes; About 8 lakh flood affected people are housed in Government camps set up all over the province 
while equal number of flood affectees are estimated to have been housed in the camps set up by private 
organization; According to a rough estimate about 4400 villages of this area are under water; According to 
reports, about 116 people have lost their klives during the floods as well as due to diseases; As many as 25 
towns of these areas including Thul, Ghouspur, Qubo Saeed and Aamri are under water; All main crops 
grown in Katcha from Kashmore to Keti Bander viz. Paddy, Cotton, Vegetables, as well as a large number 
of Fish Forms have been completely destroyed; Water Courses on all agricultural lands in tghese areas 
have been destroyed and all would be constructed a fresh; irrigation System including regulators, 
tributaries etc in all these areas also are reported to have been caused colossal damage; The damage in the 
housing sector is estimated to be of a very high magnitude.  
According to estimate, about 3,70,000 Pakka and partial Pakka houses are estimated to have been 
destroyed or damaged; A bout 11 lakh Katcha houses have been completely destroyed; 5 Taulka 
Hospitals, 100 BHUs and 15 RHCs have been destroyed in these areas; 900 schools of one to five class 
rooms and 4500 schools of more than 6 class rooms have been destroyed. Besides, Qaiser Bengali said 
that whatever urban centres are under water their water supply schemes, power system plus wiring, gas 
supply system plus its accessories, drainage system aas well as telephone system along with underground 
wiring system would have been destroyed and all these systems will have to be replaced with new ones.  
Adviser to Chief Minister said that for making provision of this amount Sindh government has decided to 
curtail its non-development expenditure as well as to re-prioritize its development programme. Moreover, 
he said, Sindh will look to Islamabad for getting as much aisd as possible in addition to the donor agencies 
which are being kept abreast of whole this situation to seek their maximum financial held to restore whole 
destroyed infra-structure of Sindh. Taking of latest flood situation in Sindh, Bengali said that after the 
over topping of torri bund by Indus water about ten days back, yesterday kirthar canal was breached due 
to pressure of water. He said, efforts were being made that water so gushing out from khirthar canal be 
diverted to hamal lake from where water would be diverted to fall in manchar kake,.He said it was being 
hoped that when this water eneters in manchar lake the level of Indus should have reduced and as such 
water from manchar be diverted to in dus. But, he said, if the level of Indus does not come down by then, 
in that situation danger might bec created for Sehwan. 
 
 
USAID provides 40 rescue boats for flood-relief operations

ISLAMABAD: The US Agency for International Development (USAID) on Friday provided 40 inflatable 
zodiac rescue boats, and seven additional mobile water treatment units, which arrived in Pakistan through 
three cargo flights. Until now, USAID had provided 13 water purification units capable of producing 1.3 
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million litres of safe drinking water on a daily basis. The total US flood assistance to Pakistan had reached 
$200 million. The US had also announced to expand its existing relief programmes in the flood-hit areas 
in order to provide temporary bridges, and mobilise the US military and civilian resources to rescue 
victims of Pakistan’s worst disaster and deliver the much-needed supplies. Separately, US military and 
civilian aircraft continued to support the flood relief operations and evacuated 8,275 people and delivered 
a large quantity of relief goods. The US has been the largest contributor of aid for the flood affectees. It 
has donated millions of dollars in aid, as it fears that terrorists might benefit from the situation and start 
their relief activities. 

Death toll may rise significantly, says NDMA

ISLAMABAD: The death toll from floods, which have officially claimed 1,600 lives, will rise as waters 
recede and the number of missing are counted, the country’s disaster agency said on Friday. The country’s 
worst ever natural disaster has affected more than 17 million Pakistanis, with more than eight million 
dependent on aid as rescue operations continue to evacuate swathes of the south still under threat. Since 
the floods began a month ago the death toll has risen little from an early estimate of 1,500 people, but that 
is likely to change ‘significantly’ once the seasonal rains end, said a spokeswoman for the National 
Disaster Management Authority (NDMA).“There will be a rise... a significant rise because we will be in a 
position to find more bodies after these water levels recede,” Amal Masud told AFP. “There will be quite 
a number of missing people but it will not be as alarming as if we compare it with the 2005 earthquake,” 
which killed 73,000, she said.Of the 1,600 confirmed dead, 1,086 people were killed in the Khyber 
Pakhtunkhwa province, 183 in northern Gilgit-Baltistan district, 109 in Sindh, 103 in Punjab, 71 in Azad 
Kashmir and 48 in Balochistan.

THATTA: Floodwaters made another break on 
Saturday in the levee protecting Thatta city, as 
thousands of residents fled for high ground and left the 
city nearly empty.Both sides of the area’s main road 
were crowded with people from Thatta and nearby 
flooded villages fleeing the floodwaters. Many had 
spent the night sleeping out in the open.Hadi Bakhsh 
Kalhoro, the Thatta disaster management official, said 
more than 175,000 people had left the city, leaving few 
behind.Some are heading for nearby towns or cities, he 
said, with thousands also headed for the high ground of 
an ancient graveyard.He said the latest levee breach 
had happened early on Saturday and would worsen the 
flooding situation.Protest: Flood victims blocked a road in Thatta to protest the shortage of aid, most of 
which is randomly thrown from trucks into crowds of needy people.“The people who come here to give us 
food treat us like beggars. They just throw the food. It is humiliating,” said 80-year-old Karima, who uses 
only one name. She was living in the graveyard with more than two dozen relatives.The floods also 
displaced thousands of minority Hindus in Sindh. About 3,000 were living at a centuries-old Hindu temple 
inside the sprawling graveyard.Meanwhile, authorities have been battling for days to save Shahdadkot, 
raising an embankment several kilometres long as the water has crept higher.

Sujawal, a town of some 250,000 
people, has been submerged while people battle 
to save the nearby city of Thatta, reports 
say.Authorities are still trying to rebuild levees 
around Thatta against the raging Indus river.But 
water is still advancing on the all-but-abandoned 
city, reports say. "We fled so hastily that we 
could not even pick up our belongings," Amena 
Bibi, a mother of four, told the BBC. "We are 
sitting in this graveyard under the blazing sun, 
looking for shade here and there. We have 
nothing to eat. The floodwater swept away our 
cows and buffalo." 
 
Future hunger  

The international aid agency Oxfam says Pakistan will face 
devastating problems in the future, unless flood reconstruction 
efforts begin immediately.A month after the floods began, the 
effort is still focused on the first stage of relief, rescuing and 
evacuating people.But farmers have only a small window in 
which to plant the next harvest's crops, and that is fast closing, 
raising fears of future hunger."Pakistan doesn't have the luxury of 
waiting for the emergency phase to be over before starting the 
reconstruction," Neva Khan, Oxfam's country director said.The 
massive floods have left some 8m people in need of emergency 
relief.The lack of proper sanitation and cramped living conditions 
mean disease could spread quickly, says the BBC's Jill 
McGivering in Islamabad.Four weeks since the flooding began, 
the scale of this humanitarian crisis is still growing. And on the 
ground, the amount of aid available is a long way from meeting 
the need, our correspondent says.Across the country, some 17 

million people have been affected.

QUETTA: Five flood victims, including four children and a woman, died of gastroenteritis in Jaffarabad 
district of Balochistan on Sunday pushing the number of deaths caused by gastro and other waterborne 
diseases in Jaffarabad and Nasirabad districts to 79.

Floods inundate Sujawal town

KARACHI: Two hundred and fifty thousand residents fled Sujawal as floodwaters inundated the town 
while authorities struggled to build new levees with clay and stone to prevent flooding. “Almost all of 
250,000 residents fled the town before the water rushed in,” said Hadi Baksh, a disaster management 
official. Authorities rushed to build makeshift levees across the road connecting Sujawal and Thatta, parts 
of which were already flooded, Baksh said. The floodwaters that hit Sujawal on Sunday surged into the 
town after breaking through a levee on the swollen Indus River two days earlier. Authorities in Sujawal 
were trying to limit the flood damage, but the water level had risen up to five feet in the centre of the town 
and 10 feet in the surrounding villages, said Anwarul Haq, the top official in Sujawal. Many of the people 
who fled Sujawal and Thatta headed to Makli necropolis. “About half a million flood victims are camped 
out in Makli,” Baksh said. Most lack any form of shelter and are desperate for food and water.Road 
closed: An AFP reporter said the road linking Thatta with Sujawal had been flooded and closed to all 
vehicular traffic, while a senior city official Hadi Bakhsh Kalhoro told AFP that an electricity grid station 
near Sujawal had been flooded. The military said its engineers had repaired an important embankment in 
the south and were trying to protect the highway linking Thatta with Karachi. Battle for Thatta: 
Meanwhile, soldiers and workers struggled on “war footing” on Sunday as they battled to save Thatta 
after most of the population of 300,000 fled the city in the face of advancing floodwaters. Soldiers worked 
frantically to repair breached levees on the Indus River. “The water is still two kilometres away from 
Thatta, where the armed forces and the local administrative workers are working on war footing to save 
the city,” senior city official Hadi Bakhsh Kalhoro told AFP. Water levels were still rising in the district, 
but Kalhoro said, “We are hopeful that we can at least save Thatta city in two days.”
