Earthquakes claimed more than 780,000 lives in the past decade, accounting for nearly 60 percent of all 
disaster-related deaths, according to a study published in The Lancet yesterday. "In addition to these 
deaths, earthquakes have directly affected another two billion people in this period," it added. 
The deadliest quake was the January 12 2010 7.0-magnitude event in Haiti which killed 316,000 people. 
This was followed by the December 26 2004 Indian Ocean tsunami, generated by a 9.1-magnitude 
temblor, in which 227,000 people died. Third-ranked was the May 12 2008 7.9-magnitude quake in 
southwestern China's Sichuan province, which inflicted a death toll of 87,500.

Erosion by Noboganga Takes Serious turn in Narail- 200 families homeless in a week

Erosion by the Noboganga River has taken a serious turn in two upazilas rendering around 200 families 
homeless in the last two weeks. Locals said, during the period, the river devoured vast tracts of cultivable 
lands, homesteads, temple and other structures in two unions under Lohagara and Kalia upazilas. The 
erosion started around six years ago. But it took an alarming turn last year leaving a large number of 
people, mostly marginal farmers and traders homeless. Several hundred families of Mauli union in Kalia 
upazila and Kotakol union in Lohagara upazila shifted their houses due to severe erosion by Noboganga in 
the last two weeks, locals said.  
While visiting the erosion hit areas on Thursday, this correspondent saw Mohajan Bazar people hurriedly 
removing goods and shifting their shops and houses to safer places. A large number of erosion victims 
alleged they were yet to get any support either from the government or from non-government sources. 
Even the Water Development Board, Narail, took no steps to stop the onslaught by the river, the villagers 
alleged. The affected areas are Mohajon Bazar, Dakkhin Mohajon, Uttar Mohajon, Goshaibaria, 
Goshpara, Guchchho gram, Palbari, Beparipara of Mauli union and Gaga, Telkara and Botdia of Kotakol 
union. The erosion-affected people of the two unions said they have been passing days amid anxiety. They 
said about 200 families have been displaced in the last two weeks while the erosion is threatening 800 
more families. Anamika Das, 45, and Chandra,30, now landless by erosion, said that the river devoured all 
their houses, trees and lands. They could not save any household goods as Naboganga devoured all in 'a 
blink of an eye,' they said.

Madurai: One person was killed and over 30 passengers were injured when a Tamil Nadu State Transport 
Corporation bus from Madurai to Sankarankoil toppled near Tirumangalam on Monday. Preliminary 
investigation suggested that a two-wheeler rider, identified as R. Karuppiah (35) of Kallanai, Koodakoil, 
was proceeding towards Tirumangalam with his wife on the pillion. As he was approaching a narrow 
bridge, a lorry was coming in the opposite direction. When the two-wheeler rider was nearing the bridge, 
he spotted the bus coming very close to him in the opposite direction. He tried to stop by the side of the 
parapet wall of the bridge. However, the bus driver who also attempted to avoid hitting the motorist 
dashed against him and the bus plunged into the ditch after smashing the parapet wall. 
As chaos prevailed as passengers could not come out of the vehicle easily. At the time of the accident, 
there were about 40 to 50 passengers in the bus. At least, 30 among them who suffered minor injuries 
were taken to Tirumangalam Government Hospital and treated as out-patients while 15 to 20 passengers 
were referred to Government Rajaji Hospital in the city for treatment, an ‘108' emergency ambulance 
service official said.

'KNPP designed to withstand natural& man made disasters'

Vouching for the safety of power units in the controversial Koodankulam Nuclear Power Project, its top 
officials on Thursday said they were designed to withstand any natural disaster, including earthquakes and 
Tsunamis. "The power units in Koodankulam are designed to withstand an earthquake measuring 6 on the 
Richter scale. In case of a Tsunami threat, we have designed the plant after analysing data for over 100 
years," Koodankulam site Director M Kasinath Balaji told reporters in Chennai. The plant can withstand 
even 'man-made disasters', he said pointing out that even before 9/11 (terror attack) in the US, such a 
possibility was envisaged for the Koodankulam project in 1997 and necessary steps incorporated. Station 
Manager R S Sundar said that there was "nothing abnormal" going on in the Indo-Russian venture and 
there was "no question of danger to the public". Acknowledging the initial communication gap between 
the scientists and locals there, Balaji said, "We learnt a lesson in a bitter way" and hoped the "impasse" 
will be cleared soon. Balaji said ongoing protests by locals demanding scrapping of the project was "badly 
affecting" work at Unit 1, which was earlier scheduled to commence operation by December. A seven-
member committee under the chairmanship of R S Sundar will make short films on safety measures taken 
in the plant and carry the message to public in that area, he said. Asked why countries like Germany have 
now taken an anti-nuclear stand, Sundar said that country plans to stop its nuclear plants only by 2022, 
while there are 433 reactors in operation in the world. He also said 65 reactors were being constructed 
across the world, with 27 of them being constructed in China. "If we take an anti-nuclear stand, it will 
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adversely affect the country's development," Sundar said. The Indo-Russian joint venture in Tirunelveli 
district has run into rough weather following protests from locals demanding scrapping of the project, 
citing safety concerns. The assurances by scientists, state government and Prime Minister Manmohan 
Singh regarding safety aspects have not succeeded in mollifying the protesters to call off their stir, which 
has caused a standoff, upsetting the scheduled commissioning of the first unit.

Kameng district has risen to 15, officials said on Monday. Deputy Commissioner of East Kameng Tope 
Bam said nine more bodies were recovered on Sunday while one person identified as Pazo Sonam (45) is 
still missing. After the bridge collapsed, the Army, ITBP, CRPF and state police had launched massive 
search operation and rescued 47 people with 10 in serious conditions. The bridge collapsed on 29th 
October when 63 people, mostly children, were over the bridge to catch an insect locally known as 'tari'. 
The bridge was constructed in 1987 and commissioned in 1992. He said a committee has been constituted 
to disburse the ex-gratia by identifying the right claimants. "A medical board headed by district hospitals 
medical superintendent has been constituted to physically verify those who sustained major and minor 
injuries for easy disbursement of the ex-gratia amount," Bam said in the report. The state government had 
already released an amount of 19 lakh as ex-gratia to the victims, while Congress President Sonia Gandhi 
gave six lakh and Lok Sabha member from Arunachal Takam Sanjoy announced ex-gratia payment of one 
lakh to the dead, 50,000 to those who received serious injury and 25,000 to those with minor injuries.

“All of them had similar symptoms — 
headache, vomiting and giddiness,” said Ramgensingh, adding that they died within 12 hours after the 
symptoms appeared. “The deaths has unleashed terror among villagers,” said another local Bhulla Sada. 
According to Bhulla, more than 15 people have died of the disease in the village in 20 days in June/July. 
A team of health workers from the district and Eastern Regional Office had come to investigate. “But, 
they did not tell us the reason behind the deaths, and we did not bother to inform the authorities about the 
latest deaths,” said Sada. Locals said some supernatural forces had caused the series of deaths in the 
village. “Evil spirit has entered the village this time again,” said the locals. The District Public Health 
Office said home-made hooch made of inedible and unhygienic ingredients was behind the deaths.  

Quake-hit schools in bad shape, students brave chill

Hundreds of students of earthquake-wrecked schools in 
Taplejung district are forced to study outside their 
cracked class-rooms in these chilly winter days. After the 
6.8 magnitude earthquake razed their school to ground in 
September, dozens of students at the Rashtriya Secondary 
School in Pedong village of Taplejung are studying 
outside on soggy floor with plastic sheets overhead. 
Students at Kalika Higher Secondary School in 
Nangkholyang village also study under plastic sheets 
propped up by bamboos. With maximum temperature 
dipping to less than 14 degree Celsius, students are 
finding it difficult to focus their attention to what their 
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teachers say.  
 
Ghanendra Acharya, principal of Kalika School, said that they started conducting classes outside after 
District Education Office (DEO) of Taplejung failed to promptly allocate budget for repairing their quake-
wrecked school. “We are conducting classes outside because we can not keep waiting for the budget 
indefinitely,” Acharya told Republica.  
 
As of now, three schools including Rashtriya and Kalika have started running classes outside under plastic 
sheets. Dozens of other schools are running classes in the rooms that were not affected by the quake. 
Some schools have not even started classes due to lack of rooms.  
 
“We are worried especially because exams are around the corner,” says Laxmi Prasad Mabo, principal of 
Laxmi Secondary School in Mamangkhe village. “It is hard for students to prepare for exams in this 
condition.” The earthquake that struck on September 18 killed five people, left many more injured, and 
wrecked 146 schools in Taplejung districts. Out of those schools, at least 80 schools have been badly 
damaged. They are unable to run classes because most of their rooms have cracked badly, according to 
Red Cross Society of Taplejung. At a time when the government has remained elusive on the issue of 
allocating budget for repair works, Red Cross has expressed its commitment to help 80 schools erect 
makeshift blocks within three months for running temporary classes.  
 
The Taplejugn DEO says it can allocate budget for repairing damaged school buildings only after getting 
detailed reports of damage caused by the earthquake. “Even the regular budget allocated for school 
building construction will be sanctioned only upon receiving a detailed damage reports,” says acting 
District Education Officer Lay Prasad Niraula.  
According to Niraula, Department of Education (DoE) has categorically instructed the Taplejung DEO to 
not allocate budget to any school without first receiving exact details of the damage.

Five more succumb to dengue in Lahore

THE dengue fever has claimed four more lives on Monday which brought the death count by the epidemic 
to 327 in the provincial metropolis. According to details obtained through independent sources from 
different hospitals, two patients, namely Shamim, 40, a resident of Jia Bagga, and Waqas, 21, a resident of 
Manga, died due to the dengue fever in Jinnah Hospital, Sarwar, 65, a resident of Chungi Amar Sidhu, 
died in the Lahore General Hospital, and Ramazan, 30, of Baghbanpura, expired of dengue virus in the 
Services Hospital. Besides, as many as 162 patients have been tested dengue fever positive on Monday, 
taking the tally of patients to 31,547 in Lahore alone. As many as 11 patients were tested positive in Mayo 
Hospital, six in Children’s Hospital, nine in Jinnah Hospital, 19 in Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, 17 in Services 
Hospital, 13 in Lahore General Hospital, 12 in Shaikh Zayed Hospital, eight in Institute of Public Health 
and another 62 in different public and private hospitals, laboratories and clinics in the provincial 
metropolis. Meanwhile, the health department has also confirmed four deaths due to the Dengue 
Hemorrhagic Fever (DHF) during the last 24 hours, which brought the total official figure of deaths to 298 
in Punjab and 261 in Lahore. According to department’s report released on Monday, the total number of 
dengue patients reported in Punjab from January 2011 to date reached 19,975 out of which over 16,814 
were diagnosed with the fever in Lahore alone. As many as 87 new dengue fever cases have been found in 
Punjab out of which at least 49 fresh cases had been reported in Lahore during the last 24 hours.  
The department said that at present, 777 dengue patients were under treatment in different hospital of 
Punjab out of which 559 were admitted to different hospitals of Lahore. Besides, as many as 19,672 
dengue patients had been cured and discharged from the hospitals in Punjab including 16,761 from 
different hospitals of Lahore so far. Furthermore, a total of 193 dengue patients have been cured and 
discharged from various hospitals of Lahore during the last 24 hours. Out of them, as many as 69 patients 
were discharged from the Mayo Hospital, five from Lahore General Hospital, 29 from Services Hospital, 
19 from Jinnah Hospital, two from Kot Khawaja Saeed Hospital, 55 from Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, four 
from Children’s Hospital, two from Nawaz Sharif Hospital, Yakki Gate, and five patients were discharged 
from Said Mitha Hospital. 
 
Flood relief: UN food agency says it is $107m short

While the Sindh government’s distribution of 8,333 metric tonnes 
of wheat among flood survivors was appreciated by the United 
Nations World Food Programme (WFP), the organisation claims it 
still is short by $107 million. “We are extremely grateful for this 
contribution,” said WFP Pakistan Country Director Jean-Luc Siblot 
in a statement. “It will be vital in ensuring we can maintain our 
supply line to the people who still desperately need our help.” In 
order to meet their target of providing food to the most severely 
affected up to February 2012, however, the WFP needs a further 
$107 million.  
 

Without further urgent donations, supplies will start running out before the end of November, making it 
impossible to maintain full rations. This will leave the WFP with no choice but to cut down the size of 
rations or the number of people assisted from December, it added. “It also sends a message to donors 
across the world that Pakistan is doing all it can to assist flood victims,” the statement added. 

The contribution from the Sindh government – enough to provide food to nearly 730,000 people for one 
month – makes up one-third of the 25,000 tonnes of wheat pledged by Pakistan to the WFP during WFP 
deputy executive director for operations, Ramiro Lopes da Silva’s visit last month. Following a request 
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from the Pakistani authorities, WFP began its emergency operation to provide food rations to people 
affected by the 2011 floods on September 12. To date, the agency has managed to reach over 2.4 million 
people in both Sindh and Balochistan, the statement added. While flood waters have begun to recede 
recently, many communities are still marooned and thousands of square kilometres of crops have been 
lost. Farmers say it will be months before they can plant again, leaving them temporarily dependent on 
food assistance. 

Rains cause Rs. 3.2b public losses

caused by heavy rainfalls. The bank delegation comprised project officer Umer Bin Zia and Resource 
person Anser Ali who were briefed by the Executive District Officer Finance and Planning Hyderabad 
Ejazul Hassan. The briefing attended by all EDOs, DDOs Revenue, officers of Irrigation, Buildings, 
Police and other line departments was the follow up of the meeting, which held last week in which all 
departments were directed by provincial government to submit damage and need assessment report about 
their respective department. Briefing the delegation, EDO Finance and Planning informed that losses 
sustained by public sector included roads, education and health institution buildings, water and sewerage 
system while losses received by private sector included houses, industrial infrastructure, goods in 
godowns and damage to agriculture crops. The EDO Finance and Planning informed that Hyderabad 
district received 513 mm rainfall in three spells, the last one being the heaviest which caused severe 
damage to public and private properties in Hyderabad rural taluka. 
 
Dengue toll rises to 14 as another patient dies

KARACHI: The dengue death toll in Sindh rose to 14 as the provincial health authorities on Tuesday 
confirmed the death of a patient, who was admitted to a private hospital in Karachi about two weeks back. 
According to the provincial dengue surveillance cell, a 64-year-old man living in the New Sabzi Mandi 
area on the Superhighway was admitted to the Aga Khan University Hospital (AKUH) on Oct 18 and 
tested positive for dengue. The patient died on Oct 31 in the hospital, taking the figure of dengue-related 
deaths this year in Karachi to 12 and in the province to 14. With the latest victim of dengue fever — 
spread by female mosquito Aedes aegypti — in the city, the number of patients who died of dengue at the 
AKUH increased to five. Of the other seven patients, three died at the Civil Hospital Karachi, two at the 
Ziauddin Hospital and one each at the OMI Hospital and the Jinnah Postgraduate Medical Centre. 
Meanwhile, with 31 more patients having been admitted to various government and private hospitals in 
the city during the past 24 hours, the total number of suspected dengue cases reported to the dengue 
surveillance cell increased to 1,030. Of them 668 (65pc) have so far tested positive for dengue during the 
year. Another 214 patients have tested positive for dengue in 20 other districts of Sindh.

`unauthorised` paint factory near Double Sarkan Stop in Gulshan-i-Ravi on Tuesday. The fire also caused 
minor explosions in a number of drums containing chemicals and stored in a portion of the 10-marla unit. 
Police took the co-owner of the factory into custody for interrogation. Rescue 1122 said 45-year-old 
Abdul Qayyum of Township and 50-year-old Muhammad Manzoor of Kot Lakhpat were apparently 
trapped in the single-storey property, suffered burns after being suffocated and were pronounced dead at 
Mayo Hospital later. Rescuers investigation showed that the fire broke out when the victims were mixing 
some chemicals in a drum. The fire caused hazardous smoke which rendered the victims unconscious. 
They also suffered burns. The factory owner was illegally manufacturing paints and thinners and did not 
adopt proper preventive measures and building code. Firefighters battled flames for about five hours.

As many as 94 new 
dengue cases have been reported in Punjab including 42 in Lahore, raising the total number of confirmed 
cases to 20,399 in Punjab including 17,006 in Lahore. So far 20089 dengue patients have been cured and 
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discharged from different hospitals in Punjab including 1,6961 from Lahore. At present 601 patients are 
under treatment at various hospitals of the province including 451 in Lahore. As many as 204 dengue 
patients were cured and discharged from various hospitals of Lahore on Thursday which include 57 from 
Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, 37 from LGH, 35 from Mayo Hospital, 31 from Jinnah Hospital, 23 from 
Services Hospital, nine from Kot Khawaja Saeed Hospital, six from Said Mitha Hospital, three from Mian

Addressing a press conference on Thursday, he said 
the situation in Sindh was yet far from normal, adding that dewatering in Sanghar, Mirpurkhas, Badin and 
Thatta would take another month for completion. Mr Qadir said the damage need assessment report being 
compiled by the Asian Development Bank (ADB) and the World Bank would be presented to the NDMA 
after Eid. He said the report would highlight the extent of damage floods had caused to infrastructure, 
agriculture and property. He said that 9.2 million people had been affected in the flood-hit areas where 
806 relief camps had been set up by the NDMA and a total of 283,521 people were still living in those 
camps. About 6.1 million acres of land had also been affected. He said the NDMA had received Rs5.3 
billion and Rs5 billion from the federal and the provincial governments, respectively, for relief work. 

Two women fall prey to dengue in city

LAHORE: Two more people succumbed to dengue in the city on Friday, taking the death toll to 339. The 
victims included two women, 32-year-old Sumaira of Sabzazar who died in the Jinnah Hospital and 28-
year-old Mrs Ishtiaq of Shad Bagh who died in the Services Hospital. 118 new dengue cases were 
reported in different hospitals across the city on Friday, taking the total number of dengue patients to 
30,000. Out of 118 new dengue patients, 14 were tested positive at the Mayo Hospital, 10 at the Jinnah 
Hospital, 8 at the Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, 12 at the Services Hospital, 11 at the Children’s Hospital, 6 at 
the Institute of Public Health, 9 at the Shaikh Zayed Hospital, 3 at the Lahore General Hospital while 45 
were reported at other public sector hospitals and private healthcare centres across the city. Unlike other 
viral infections, falling prey to dengue for a second time can prove fatal for humans. This implies the fact 
that the next year when the dengue mosquito strikes again, it could cause a lot more deaths. According to 
a report released by the Punjab Health Department, 193 dengue patients have been cured and discharged 
from various hospitals of Lahore during the last 24 hours which include 47 patients from the Mayo

Two brothers die in factory explosion

GUJRANWALA: Two engineer brothers died while seven workers suffered serious burns and other 
injuries when the roof of a factory in a small industrial estate collapsed reportedly after a gas cylinder 
exploded there on Saturday. According to reports, the explosion occurred when plastic pots were being 
manufactured at the factory. Most of the labourers who worked in the factory lived in the city or its 
suburbs. Eyewitnesses said following the sudden explosion of a gas cylinder at the factory, the plastic 
products and raw material caught fire, resulting in the roof collapse. Many of the factory employees were 
trapped under the debris of the collapsed roof, they said. The Rescue 1122 personnel, who reached the 
factory after being informed of the incident, along with locals rescued those trapped under the debris. The 
injured were rushed to District Headquarters Hospital where they were said to be in a critical condition. 

Pollution poisoning Keenjhar Lake, warn experts

KARACHI, Nov 6: The largest freshwater lake in Pakistan and main source of water supply to Karachi 
and parts of Thatta district, the Keenjhar Lake faces a serious threat from pollution, which, experts warn, 
if not attended to in time, could make the entire lake poisonous. Recent studies have shown that that the 
wetland, a Ramsar site and wildlife sanctuary, is being badly polluted by increasing effluent discharged 
from the Nooriabad industrial zone. The other sources of pollution of the lake are the Sonahri, Jhampir, 
Manchri and Shoro drains apart from the unchecked activities of tourists visiting the lake in large 
numbers. The increasing pollution in the lake has already put the lives of thousands of people at risk who 
are directly dependent on the water body for survival. The situation is aggravated by the fact that these 
poor communities are deprived of basic necessities of life, including medical support. “Effluents from the 
Nooriabad industrial zone are causing grave harm to the Keenjhar Lake that also receives domestic waste 
from the surrounding villages. The water contamination might not be directly affecting the lives of 
Karachiites as the concentration of contaminants reduces with distance, but a population of about 50,000 
people, living along the lake’s banks, who drink its water and also use it for growing vegetables are also 
human beings. 

Four more die at the hands of dengue in city

LAHORE: Four more citizens succumbed to dengue in the city on Saturday, taking the death toll to 343. 
The victims included 72-year-old Karim Bibi of Maqbaool Park who died at the Services Hospital, 35-
year-old Samina Zia of Township who died at the Sheikh Zayed Hospital, 80-year-old Nawaz of 
Hafizabad who died at the Mayo Hospital and 48-year-old Ashraf of Bahawalnager who died at the 
Fatima Memorial Hospital. Meanwhile, 12 patients were tested positive for dengue in the Mayo Hospital, 
8 in the Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, 5 in the Services Hospital, 6 in the Jinnah Hospital, 3 in the Children’s 
Hospital, 7 in the General Hospital, 12 in the Institute of Public Health and another 48 in different public 
and private hospitals, laboratories and clinics across the metropolis. 

According to the report released by the Health Department, 192 dengue patients had been cured and 
discharged from various hospitals of Lahore during the last 24 hours, out of which 44 patients were 
discharged from the Mayo Hospital, 19 from the LGH, 26 from the Services Hospital, 10 from the Jinnah 
Hospital, 14 from the Kot Khawaja Saeed Hospital, 69 from the Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, 2 from the 
Nawaz Sharif Hospital Yakki Gate and 8 patients were discharged from the Mian Munshi Hospital. 
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According to the report, so far 20,249 dengue patients had been cured and discharged from different 
hospitals across the province, out of which, 17,058 patients were from Lahore.

The health 
department confirmed the deaths of two patients in its report issued here on Saturday. According to a 
report, 82 more patients were tested positive for the virus all over the province, including 50 in Lahore, 
during the last 24 hours. The total number of dengue patients in Punjab has reached 20,647, including 
17,147 in Lahore, the report said. The health department has confirmed 316 deaths all over the province, 
including 273 in Lahore, owing to the dengue virus. It said 194 dengue patients were discharged from 
various hospitals of Lahore during the last 24 hours, including 44 patients from Mayo Hospital, nine from 
Lahore General Hospital, 29 from Services Hospital, 19 from Jinnah Hospital, 18 from Kot Khawaja 
Saeed Hospital, 68 from Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, five from Children’s Hospital and two from Mian 
Munshi Hospital.

Lightning claims 4 lives in less than one week

The Meteorological Department yesterday warned of continuing a lightning threat and advised the general 
public to adopt precautionary measures to minimize the lightning related hazards. 
In less than a week four people have been killed by lightning across the country. 
Meteorologist-in-charge Chaminda Silva told The Island that the lightning threat would prevail until end 
of November. What was being experienced was the inter monsoon season and thundershowers would 
continue until end of this month. He said that showers and thundershowers with lightning strikes would 
occur after 2.00 pm in most parts of the country. People should remain indoors during lightning and avoid 
being inside houses with metal roofs as far as possible. Lighting expert Dr. Chandima Gomes said that 
there were two lightning threat periods in a year. October and November was the second period while 
March and April was the first. Dr. Gomes said people should remain indoors during lightning and had to 
avoid houses with tin roofing as far as possible. He said the people must avoid: sleeping on the floor, 
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keeping feet on the floor while being seated, using a land phones (mobile phones are safe), standing or 
sitting under or near tall trees and objects that might attract lightning, bathing in the rain and keeping 
electrical equipment plugged on. Should one happen to be in an open place during lightning, one had to 
squat with legs kept together. If it was essential to keep electrical goods connected, he said, surge 
protectors had to be installed. Those travelling in buses, trains and other vehicles need not worry about 
lightning, Dr. Gomes said. "In Sri Lanka, every year, lightning kills over 70 people," he said. 
 
Forty five lightning deaths so far

Lightning has claimed over 45 lives so far this year, Meteorology Department Duty Forecaster P G 
Yasaratne told the Daily News. He said that 10 persons had died last month alone after being struck by 
lightning. He requested the public to avoid open spaces and to take necessary precautions to prevent 
lightning accidents. He forecasts that thunder showers would develop over most parts of the island during 
the afternoon and night. Heavy falls are likely in Eastern, Northern, North Central and Uva Provinces and 
along the Southern Coastal stretch during the morning too. Meanwhile, Disaster Management Centre 
Assistant Director Pradeep Kodippili said that no report of a flood threat or inundation of roads was 
reported so far despite the heavy rainfall experienced in the country. It was reported that the water levels 
of reservoirs had been rising with the rains experienced in catchment areas. The National Building 
Research Organization (NBRO) requested the people residing near slopes and commuters using hill side 
roads to be vigilant of falling rocks during the rains. NBRO Geologist R M S Bandara said that the threat 
of rock falling is still persistent in Alagumale hill in Matale. Residents in 11 houses have been evacuated 
in this area. Minor incidents of rocks falling had also been reported near the Belihuloya Rest House in 
Balangoda on Wednesday. He observed that rock falls could occur with the intense rainfall experienced 
during the inter monsoonal period. 

Matara MC: high risk area

The Matara Municipal Council area has been declared a high risk area threatened with dengue by the 
Health Ministry, following the detection of 27 new dengue patients within the last month. Officials said 
the detection of such a large number of patients can be considered as an epidemic situation. Altogether 48 
dengue patients have been reported from the municipal area during the last 10 months of this year. The 
most affected areas with mosquito breeding places are Canal Bank area, Bentotagewatta, Hittetiya South 
and Central areas Izadeen Town, Hamugewatta, Sudarshi Mawatha, Kumaradasa Mawatha and 
Mahanamapura. The PHIs are working round the clock to destroy mosquito breeding places through 
fumigation and other means.  

Sri Lanka donates flood relief items to Pakistan

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Colombo: Sri Lanka has made a donation of relief items to the flood affected people in Sindh Province in 
Pakistan.

The Ministry has arranged to dispatch a consignment of flood 
relief goods such as tea, biscuits, sleeping bags, bed sheets, exercise books and medicines to the flood-
affected people of Sindh Province. The United Nations says more than 5 million people are struggling to 
survive without adequate food, water, shelter or medical supplies since the monsoon rains flooded the 
province in September. However the UN says its appeal for the victims is only 20% funded.
