From 1954 to 2006, the country has experienced 118 large-
scale disasters, with a total number of persons killed estimated 
at 21,346 and affected persons estimated at 10,989,211 that 
most of them were children and women. With more than two 
decades of conflict, the vulnerability of the people has been 
heightened. In 2002-2003 itself, the country experienced a 
series of disasters � the Baghlan Earthquake, the avalanches in 
the north Badakshan region,  floods and landslides in central 
provinces and a prolonged drought
